Primary Contractor Circuits with Subcontractor Circuits

1.  It has been brought to the attention of this directorate that there have been instances where site personnel have not been able to identify the primary circuit with that of the subcontractor.  It appears that the subcontractor is either not providing, or not correlating, his circuit identifier with the primary contractor's circuit number.

2.  All requirements issued by DITCO include a requirement for each contractor to provide the Telecommunications Service Request (TSR) number to the installers and on all equipment shipped to the site.  By doing so, the customer can tie all portions of the service together.  This allows the customer to be able to identify and mark the circuits and equipment with the Command Communications Service Designator (CCSD), which is unique to the service being provided.  This is not required in Europe, which uses the Allied Long Lines Agency (ALLA) numbering system to correlate Telecommunications Service Request (TSR)/

Telecommunications Service Order (TSO) identified actions to Command Communications Service Designators (CCSDs), regardless of the requirement.
