         FTS2000 to FTS2001 Services, Limited Designated Agency

         Representatives (DARs) 

1.  In 1988, Federal Telecommunications System (FTS)2000 contracts were awarded to AT&T and Sprint to provide a comprehensive set of telecommunications services for the Federal Government.  These contracts will expire 8 December 1998.  General Services Administration (GSA) is presently evaluating proposals for new contracts that will support the customers’ current needs and provide new technologies to meet emerging requirements.  These new contracts are to be awarded late this year (October-December 1998).  The new program is referred to as FTS2001.  Actions to ensure continuity of service for the period from FTS2000 contract expiration to FTS2001 transition are also in process.

2.  Transition to FTS2001 is expected to begin early 1999.  The FTS2001 contract(s) is/are expected to include a variety of services.  As a minimum, service provider(s) will replace circuits, equipment, and services.  Transition will afford customers an opportunity to examine currently installed services in light of future requirements, optimize their overall service mix, and reduce costs. 

3.  The Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) has been identified as the focal point to represent the Department of Defense (DOD) interest relative to FTS2000/2001 transition efforts.  In an effort for DISA to identify the magnitude of the FTS transition for the DOD, it is necessary to obtain your support and assistance. 

4.  GSA has not maintained, and does not have access to, an accurate, consolidated, database that identifies all services provisioned through GSA contract vehicles (i.e., International Direct Distance Dialing (ID3), International Switch Voice Service (ISVS), FTS2000).  GSA has obtained from AT&T a report (dated 4 September 1998) of FTS2000 services provided to DOD.  This information will be forwarded by separate correspondence.  It is necessary to obtain your input regarding all existing services obtained from GSA not ordered through DITCO and validation of the 4 September 1998 AT&T information.

5.  Request your validation of the 4 September 1998 AT&T information, and the following additional information be returned in the form of an Excel spreadsheet or text file.  Items (a) through (c) are required NLT 23 October 1998.  The remaining items and your completed validation and update of the AT&T provided information is required NLT 16 November 1998.

       a.  Organizational activity and address of site provided service.

       b.  Technical Point of Contact (POC), mailing address, e-mail, DSN and commercial telephone numbers.

       c.  Type of Service:  Switched, Dedicated, Frame Relay, etc.

       d.  Type Access/Number Range, Bandwidth, Access/Port/Permanent Virtual Circuit (PVC)/Committed Information Rate (CIR).

       e.  From and To Locations, as appropriate.

       f.  Interface Required.
