DISA AWARDS BLANK PURCHASE AGREEMENT TO DYNAMIC SYSTEMS INCORPORATED WORTH $180 MILLION

On 29 May 2002, the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) awarded a Blanket Purchase Agreement to Dynamic Systems, Inc., for Sun Maintenance warranty services.  Dynamic Systems Inc., a small disadvantaged 8a business, located in Los Angeles, CA., was awarded the contract agreement off of Dynamic Systems, Inc. GSA schedule.

The maximum ceiling value of the agreement is $180,000,000 over a nine-year period.  As a result of the BPA, the Department of Defense and Coast Guard will receive various types of discounts that will result in significant savings from the manufacturer due to the high volumes of orders for hardware and software maintenance .  “This is a good vehicle for DISA and the American taxpayer.  "DOD can realize savings of up to 63% off Sun's list price," said Lt. Gen. Harry D. Raduege, Jr., USAF, Director for the Defense Information Systems Agency.”  The contract will provide warranty, maintenance, education, and professional services for Sun Products. 
This contract will also fulfill DISA’s obligation to meet the Enterprise Software Initiative (ESI) Working Group task from the Department of Defense, Chief Information Officer’s Executive Board, to provide DoD wide Enterprise Hardware/Software Agreement for Sun Operating Systems.
