1.  Thank you for your response concerning EDI.  You have completed the first step in becoming a trading partner with DITCO and DoD.  





2.  To assist you in completing the next steps, the following will be of assistance to you.


	


Trading Partner Registration Instructions:





1.  Subscribe to a certified Value Added Network (VAN).





2.  Contact the Contractor Registration System (CRS) concerning registering as a DoD trading partner.  You can do this by accessing the DoD Electronic Commerce Office’s home page at http://www.acq.osd.mil/ec/.  This requires X12 version 3040 of the 838 to be used.  If you cannot support this version, call


1-800-334-3414 for manual registration.





3.  The Trading Partner identifies the transaction sets to be exchanged with the Government.	


	


4.  The CRS inputs the Trading Partner information into the registration database.





5.  The CRS notifies the EDI Compliance Test Facility that the Trading Partner needs to be compliance validated.





6.  The Test Facility contacts the Trading Partner (which now becomes a test partner) to coordinate the compliance testing procedures.  The actual test scenario begins.





7.  When the Test Partner has successfully completed the testing, the Test Facility notifies the CRS that the Trading Partner has been validated and is compliant with the DoD EDI Implementation Conventions.





8.  The CRS notifies the Gateways that the Trading Partner is compliant and validated.  The Gateway will build a Trading Partner Profile based upon the data supplied by the CRS.  The Trading Partner can then begin EDI business with the Government.
