The Agency and Organization tables will be changed using Web site http://lcweb.loc.gov/global/executive/fed.html as the baseline.  These are the Agencies and Organizations identified when creating a Userid, adding a record to CAD, and other applications where this information is used. 

For Agencies, they will be shown in the applicable drop downs in full spelling, followed by the official acronym, if one applies (e.g., United States Air Force [USAF] vice AF).

For Organizations, they too will be in full spelling, followed by the official acronym, if one applies (e.g., Air Force Space Command [AFSPC] vice AFSPC).  Organizations will be listed at the Major Command, Major Claimant, Department Level (not at the Unit Level; i.e., 375 CS).  For instance, users registered under the Agency of United States Air Force (USAF), their Organization will be their Major Command, Direct Reporting Unit, or Field Operating Agency noted on Web site http://www.af.mil/sites/.  If users want to identify their Unit, this should be done in the address line of the CAD record itself. 

For users currently listed in CAD, who have identified their Organization at the Unit Level, we will change it to the Major Command, Major Claimant, Department Level.  We will keep you advised of our progress, so you can validate your information to ensure the changes were made correctly.
