SUBJECT:  Notice to Customers (NTC) 4-01, “Retroactive”   Program Designator Code (PDC) Changes 

Attn:  Financial Managers for Telecommunications

1.  Reference:  DISA-DITCOC 350-135-1, Defense Commercial Communications Acquisition Procedures, 12 Feb 96, Chapter 10, Program Designator Codes.

     a.  A PDC is a four or six digit alphanumeric code used to identify leased services by system, network, primary user, or other category.  It is specifically required to identify the funding activity responsible for reimbursing DITCO for the cost of leased service, backbone, and overhead charges as appropriate.  

     b.  The purpose of the PDC is to permit positive and rapid identification of each contract/Communication Service Authorization (CSA) by system, network, circuit, user, or other category, and specifically relates the acquisition to the customer that is responsible for providing reimbursement to DITCO.  

     c.  Above directive cites the procedures for establishing a PDC and changes to PDCs.  PDC changes are made effective the first of the following month after receipt (e.g., changes received 17 Apr must be worked/inputted to our financial systems by 30 Apr in order to be effective 1 May).

2.  This NTC asks your support in holding “retroactive” PDC changes to an absolute minimum.  This past year we have seen an increase in these actions.  Any such changes require manual manipulation of our financial systems, and adjustments to your Customer Cost & Obligation (CC&O) report which often is for multiple years.
