1.  The purpose of this amendment is to provide responses to the questions submitted for the site survey conducted at Mechanicsburg, PA for subject requirements.

QUESTION:  There seems to be at this time, two local access providers that have fiber terminating in the demarc at Bldg. 308, 5450 Carlisle Pike, Mechanicsburg, PA 17050.  Will the ILEC provide OC192 service as 15 year IRU and if not, how will bidders gain diverse access to the demarc?

RESPONSE:  It is the vendor’s responsibility to determine and provide the end-to-end solution, to include local access, in response to the inquiry.  Both Telcove (previously Adelphia Business Solutions) and Verizon, have a presence in Bldg 308.  The vendor will be permitted to use existing base conduit or construct new route/conduit on-base to provide their end-to-end solution should the vendor be unable to obtain use of existing commercial access into Bldg 308.  The vendor is responsible to provide the end-to-end solution to include determining suitability of any on-base conduit or fiber proposed for use by the vendor or the repair and/or install of new as deemed necessary by the vendor in providing their end-to-end solution.  Any proposed on-base vendor installation must follow all base installation procedures and guidelines and prior to installation, the vendor must prepare a detailed installation plan and obtain base approval to proceed with work.  The vendor is also responsible for coordinating and obtaining all permissions, permits and base approvals to include that of Governmental authorities, as required, for any work external to the base.

QUESTION:  At the site survey it was mentioned that an additional local access fiber would be terminated in the demarc in the near future.  Can this fiber be used by bidders to provide OC192 service?

RESPONSE:  The additional fiber was installed by Verizon.  Bidders should contact Verizon to discuss usage.

QUESTION:  At the site survey it was mentioned that there are existing conduit routes running from the East and West entrance points in building 308.  Are these conduit routes completely diverse to the edge of the base? and would access and space in them be granted for new cables to provide the requested service?

Response:  Diverse conduit paths to base perimeter are accessible from Bldg 308.  Availability of space is unknown.  The vendor will be permitted access to existing conduit.  However, the vendor would be required to proof any potential paths in coordination with Naval Support Activity Engineering Branch personnel.  The vendor is responsible to provide the end-to-end solution to include determine suitability of any on-base conduit or fiber proposed for use by the vendor or the repair and/or install of new as deemed necessary by the vendor in providing their end-to-end solution.  Any proposed on-base vendor installation must follow all base installation procedures and guidelines and prior to installation, the vendor must prepare a detailed installation plan and obtain base approval to proceed with work.  The vendor is also responsible for coordinating and obtaining all permissions, permits and base approvals to include that of Governmental authorities, as required, for any work external to the base.
