SUBJECT:  AMENDMENT E TO DISN HTT-P TR INQUIRY NOS. SG23JUN040084 THROUGH SG23JUN040089
1.  The purpose of this amendment is to provide the following:

a.  Revise Clarification Statement released with Amendment C dated 29 Sep 2004 in regards to requirement for circuits to be buried in conduit.

    
b.  Extend the due date for receipt of quotes for all HTT-P orders.

2.  The requirement for circuits to be buried in conduit for HTT-P has been changed to a desired requirement vice a mandatory requirement for the Government as follows:

REVISED CLARIFICATION STATEMENT FOR HTT-P:
The Government desires that at least one circuit to each SDN be buried in conduit.  The other circuit to each SDN may be either buried in conduit or direct buried (provided armored wrap used) or aerial, provided the aerial fiber path is enclosed in a protective structure (i.e., one that minimizes impact of weather/environmental effects such as wind, rain, snow, ice, excessive sunlight, etc.) for every aerial installation.  All pole line installations shall conform to the guidelines in the most recent version of the National Electric Safety Code (published by the IEEE) or local code (ordinances and/or law) and shall take into account wind loading, sag, temperature, and other conditions such that the HTT-P performance specifications in table 5.2 of the PWS are met. Pole line fiber shall be attached to a support wire or stranded messenger cable, double lashed at a minimum.  This revised clarification statement does not change the quantity of circuits required for each HTT-P inquiry and as such, the requirement remains to be a single non-protected (i.e., without SONET 1+1 protection) circuit between each site pair identified in the respective inquiry.  The purpose of this clarification is to indicate that the Government desires that at least one circuit for each SDN be buried.

3.  The closing date for the DISN HTT-P orders is extended as follows:

Closing Date:  Monday, 25 October 2004, 10:00 am, Hawaii Standard Time
