1.  Our customers have identified a problem correlating the primary contractor's circuit number with that of the subcontractor.  While there is no requirement to identify this information, all contractors are required to furnish the Telecommunications Service Request (TSR) number to their installers--both prime and subs.  With the exception of those requirements issued under the Allied Long Lines Agency (ALLA) numbering system, the TSR number is needed so that the equipment and circuits satisfying the requirement can be properly identified.

2.  Request each prime contractor place additional emphasis on ensuring the TSR number is being provided to installation personnel in the field--both prime and sub alike.  Additionally, request each prime contractor have their subcontractors provide the primary circuit number on their circuits for easy identification by site personnel.
