2.  Task Order Title:  DISA Detachment/Processing Element (PE)-Huntsville On-Site Contractor Technical Support.
1.0  Executive Summary.  The following is a modification to Analytical Services, Inc. (ASI’s) existing task order supporting DECC Huntsville.  The labor hour and categories are those proposed by the government and ASI will fully support the modified task with the allocated hours and skill sets.

2.0  Technical/Management Approach.  ASI will provide the following support to computer operations for technical and operational services to plan, schedule, and operate the Detachment/PE-Huntsville computer center.  Included are:

2.1  On-going Contractor Support.  ASI will provide technical support as described in the subtasks listed below.
