2.  Task Order Title.  Systems Support Office (SSO) Montgomery Transaction Processing Support

3.  Background.  This work is required by DISA Computing Services, which performs the transaction processing software support for two Defense Enterprise Computing Centers (DECCs), two Defense Enterprise Computing Centers-Detachments (DECC-Ds), legacy sites and intercommunicating infrastructure.  DISA Computing Services has established the two DECCs and migrated the majority of the Department of Defense (DoD) sustaining-base processing to these facilities.  The transition of 45 DoD legacy site Defense Information Processing Centers (DIPCs) has measurably increased the operational burdens on the DECCs.  This is a continuation of efforts currently being performed under the DEIS II Task Order DCA100-96-D-0048/0168.

4.  Objectives.  Provide technical support in the area of transaction processing to SSO Montgomery and the DECCs to maintain and continuously enhance the Unisys computer/information system environment and help to define and migrate to DISA’s Standard Operating Environment (SOE) for Unisys.

5.  Scope.  This SOW is for contractor support in the area of transaction processing software support for the Unisys ClearPath IX systems supported by the DISA SSO Montgomery.  The scope of this SOW will encompass all aspects of technical support.  This includes systems hardware and software management, systems analysis, and program implementation and installation.  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 3 - Performance Benchmarking
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
This SOW specifies specialized contractor support in the area of Unisys 2200-series computer transaction processing on-line environment.  The contractor shall plan for all tasks identified in this task order, and gather all pertinent information.  Contractor estimates and timelines shall be determined based on the delivery dates specified in each task.

6.  Specific Tasks.  The contractor shall perform the following tasks:

6.1  Integrated Solutions Management.  Prepare Task Order (TO) Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  The contractor shall provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, configuration management and security management applied to the TO.  The status report shall list, by each active task, the accomplishments of the reporting period by contractor name and hours worked against each task, describe the objectives to be accomplished during the next reporting period and an overall evaluation of the task order to date.  The report shall list the deliverables for each task and any issues, problem areas and items that require Government action. The contractor shall provide briefings and presentations to management in DISA and elsewhere in DoD regarding computer transaction processing on-line environment issues as required.

6.2  Benchmarking and Baselining Support.  The contractor shall provide technical input in producing or updating transaction processing on-line environment technical documents on an as required basis, such as operational procedures to enhance the environment of the DECCs.  The contractor will analyze existing and new products used in the DECCs and legacy sites, to develop standards and/or recommended configurations for product implementation and administration.  When appropriate, the contractor will test the configuration before recommending its incorporation in the environment.  The Government will provide the test-bed facilities.  The contractor will identify and analyze products that the Executive Software (i.e. DISA Computing Services organizations) and other providers are planning to introduce into the DECC on-line environment.  Updates will be provided in the Monthly Status Report (MSR).

6.3  Product Integration and Technical Support.  Provide technical support for the unification of the Air Force, Navy, and Army Unisys environments from the standpoint of computer transaction processing on-line environment.  This task may include developing conversion utilities to assist sites in transitioning to a unified DISA baseline.  Analyze and resolve computer transaction processing on-line environment issues related to the customer sites supported by the SSO, including telephone and on-site support as required.  Since this task includes answering technical questions related to systems software products, a detailed knowledge of both the COTS products and the standard transaction processing on-line utilities developed by SSO in use in the DISA Unisys environment will be required.  This tasking may also require the contractor to work with personnel from the SSO, Central Design Activities (CDAs) such as the Air Force HQ Standard Systems Group, and other DISA and DoD personnel to identify, clarify, and resolve complex transaction processing on-line environment issues crossing organizational lines.  Interact with senior managers and technical representatives at the Unisys and DISA corporate level in order to provide information and recommendations regarding issues related to the transaction processing environment system design and the future direction of Unisys in the area of transaction processing.  Provide results of this effort in each MSR.

6.4  Requirements Analysis and Test and Evaluation.  Evaluate, recommend, test, document, develop, modify, and maintain modifications and changes to the software/hardware configuration to the DISA Unisys ClearPath IX systems environment baseline as required to meet DISA and DoD computer requirements.  This may include alternative configurations to the operating system, COTS (commercial off the shelf) products from Unisys, COTS products from third-party vendors and systems software utilities specifically developed under this SOW that can be used to enhance the DISA Unisys environment.  Provide results of this effort in each Monthly Status Report.

6.5  Cooperation/Coordination with Other Contractors.  There may be multiple contractors (i.e. from more than one contract vehicle and/or company) at the SSO, the DECCs and DECC-Ds, and other DOD locations tasked to work on activities related to DISA executive software.  The contractor shall work with these other contractors as required to accomplish Government requirements, goals, and objectives as efficiently and effectively as possible.  This may include, but is not limited to sharing and coordinating information resulting from the work required by this SOW or previous Government efforts, and/or working as a team to perform tasks in concert.

7.  Place of Performance.  Performance will be at DISA SSO Montgomery/CDTSM, 401 East Moore Drive, Building 857, Maxwell AFB-Gunter Annex, AL 36114-3001.  Work must be performed at this Government facility because the Contractor will be part of a combined Government-Contractor team and the computer resources required for this effort are physically located at this site.  Some of these computer resources will not be accessible from a contractor building that does not have connectivity to the Department of Defense unclassified network (NIPRNET) due to security requirements.  Contractor travel may be required.  Prior to incurring any long distance travel expenses, the contractor shall obtain written approval from the Task Monitor (TM) (primary or alternate), that approves approximate travel dates, expected duration, origin and destination, purpose, estimated costs, and the number of personnel traveling.  The Government will pay all travel-related expenses in accordance with the JTR.  Travel will be accomplished on a cost reimbursable basis.
8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance for the Base Year is 365 calendar days (1 Oct 2002 - 30 Sep 2003).  There are two Option Year (OY) periods, as follows:

10.  Security.  The following specific security requirements must be met. The following specific security requirements must be met.


a.  When interim ADP access is required pending completion of personnel security investigations a copy of the completed forms used to request the investigation (SF 86 and DD 1879) are forwarded by the Facility Security Officer to the DISA Montgomery Security Manager (SM).


b.  Contractor employees shall adhere to DISA Montgomery Standard Operation Procedures.


c.  Privacy Act - contractor personnel will be exposed to data subject to the Privacy Act of 1974.  All Contractor personnel assigned to this task shall be required to take appropriate action to prevent disclosure of this information.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  The Government will provide normal office equipment, phone and fax, office services, system access and access to required documentation needed in the accomplishment of this task.  The contractor shall release all GFE equipment to the Government upon termination of the specific task or subtask, whichever date is earlier, in which its use is no longer necessary.

12.  Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations.  Skills are identified within the task area.


a.  Identification of Possible Follow-on Work.  The potential exists for follow-on work to this contract beyond FY03.
