2.  Task Order Title.  Systems Support Office (SSO) Montgomery Consolidation and Unisys Systems Support Team

3.  Background.  The Systems Support Office (SSO) Montgomery serves as the primary executive software support agency for U.S. Air Force, U.S. Army and U.S. Navy data processing facilities using Unisys based platforms and software.  SSO Montgomery provides planning, budgeting, development, acquisition, implementation, testing, technical direction and computer engineering support to the Defense Enterprise Computing Centers (DECCs) using Unisys hardware and software.  SSO Montgomery provides on site systems engineering and consulting services to develop and implement automated data systems, using a standard Systems Engineering Process (SEP), that comply with approved architectural standards and guidelines.  This is a continuation of efforts previously accomplished by Unisys under the DEIS II Task Order DCA100-96-D-0048/0170.

4.  Objectives.  Provide continued transition planning, implementation, scheduling, training, and product support to the DECCs throughout the United States and overseas in the areas of executive software, optimization, standardization, consolidation and the efforts to evolve to a standard operating environment.

5.  Scope.  The scope of this SOW will encompass all aspects of program management and technical support.  This includes computer systems hardware and software management, systems analysis and program implementation and installation.  To include any Department of Defense (DoD) directed data automation consolidation and optimization and standardization initiatives.  Further, this SOW defines the requirements to be accomplished by the contractor in support of the SSO in exploring hardware and software technologies for optimization at the supported DECCs and remote sites.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines (e.g. DII Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), Technical Architecture Framework for Information Management (TAFIM), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN), Shared Data Environment (SHADE), etc.).  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 3 - Performance Benchmarking

Prepare Task Order (TO) Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  The contractor shall provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, configuration management and security management applied to the TO.  The status report shall list, by each active task, the accomplishments of the reporting period by contractor name and hours worked against each task, describe the objectives to be accomplished during the next reporting period and an overall evaluation of the task order to date.  The report shall list the deliverables for each task and any issues, problem areas and items that require Government action.

6.2  Requirements Analysis.  Provide program management support including but not limited to assisting the SSO with transition planning, implementation and scheduling new projects.  Provide research and coordination support to determine the most feasible product distribution solution to be incorporated into executive software products.  Provide an accurate equipment requirements document for any other product distribution solution that may be determined in the future.  Work with other analysts and engineers to verify the proper installation of executive software at Automated Data Processing (ADP) sites.

6.3  Benchmarking and Baselining Support.  Baseline existing hardware and software, evaluate current capabilities of hardware and software, propose solutions for known problems and develop plans/timelines for optimization of the DECCs. Support the SSO through a process of logical and orderly analysis toward modernization, automation and standardization of products and capabilities.  The contractor shall support the SSO in exploring hardware and software technologies for optimization at the supported DECCs and remote sites.

Work must be performed at this Government facility because the Contractor will be part of a combined Government-Contractor team and the computer resources required for this effort are physically located at this site.
