2.  Task Order Title.  Transformation Solutions Division (TSD) On-Site Support

3.  Background.  The Transformation Solutions Division (TSD) requires contractor assistance to provide process improvement-related services to the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) and other Department of Defense (DoD) organizations.  Using automated group systems tools when appropriate, TSD provides strategic planning, decision support, requirements analysis, process improvement, and knowledge engineering support to DoD organizations involved in supporting Command, Control, Communications, Computers and Intelligence (C4I) missions.  Collaborative planning activities are conducted in the Washington, DC area, throughout the United States and in designated AORs.  The use of a wide range of methods and tools is essential for organizations examining their processes and determining more effective and efficient means of executing operations and inserting technology.  Technology insertion and process change go hand-in-hand to improve the operational missions.  The TSD provides the DoD with a Center of Excellence for assisting organizations to accomplish process improvement and to identify requirements for supporting information technology.  Government and contract resources work side-by-side in providing these services to civilian and military leadership at all levels.  TSD currently receives this assistance from the Joint Interoperability Engineering Organization Systems Engineering Contract Number DCA100-97-D-0025, Task Order Number 0057 to Logicon Eagle Technology.

4.  Objectives.  This task order will deliver the contract staff required to assist the TSD in analyzing organizational processes and issues, recommend process improvement initiatives, and assist in defining the requirements associated with implementation.  The Information Technology Management Reform Act (a.k.a. The Clinger-Cohen Act) requires that all Federal Agencies apply process improvement methods prior to the insertion of information technology.  The strategic and collaborative planning work under this task will require highly skilled, trained, and experienced change management individuals to interact with management officials and military officers of all grades and ranks to reconcile mission critical issues that are currently impairing the execution of the Department's mission.  Also, the contract staff will deliver technical services to support the TSD’s electronic meeting environments, which requires a technical understanding of all associated hardware, software and audio-visual systems and the ability to provide on-site immediate response to technical issues that may arise during groupware-enabled sessions.

5.  Scope.  The following Encore contract Task Areas apply to this statement of work:

The nature of the work conducted under this task will generally consist of the following:

· Knowledge Engineering

· Requirements Analysis

These services can be provided separately or combined to meet the unique needs of our clients.

6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Contract-Level and TO Management.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning.  Provide the technical (task order level) and functional activities at the contract level needed for the program management of this SOW.  Include productivity and management methods such as quality assurance, Progress/status reporting, and program reviews at the contract and task order level.  Provide the centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - TO Management.  Prepare TO Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  Provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, progress/status reporting, and program reviews applied to the TO.

6.2.2  Subtask 1 - Group Systems Technology Support.

6.2.2.1  The contractor shall provide staff and resources to ensure the procurement, installation, operation and maintenance of all TSD GroupSystems, modeling, surveying and other collaborative software as well as necessary computing hardware and spares, and all audio/visual and lighting systems required to support the daily operations of the TSD Groupware facility.

6.2.2.2  The contractor shall participate in the evaluation and testing of emerging electronic groupware and collaborative meeting technology and shall participate in the refresh planning of existing equipment.

6.2.2  Subtask 2 - TSD Operations Support.

6.2.3.1  The contractor shall provide staff and resources in support of operation, maintenance and enhancements to TSD’s information and communication systems.

6.2.3.2  The contractor shall provide staff and other resources in support of electronic meeting, scheduling, and requirements coordination.  The contractor shall provide similar services for symposia, conferences and formal demonstrations.

6.2.3  Subtask 3 - C4I Process Improvement Support.

6.2.3.1  The contractor shall provide skilled facilitators to assist TSD clients conduct meetings involving groups of people assembled to achieve a common goal.  Facilitators are expected to lead the planning, organizing and conduct of these meetings.  These facilitated sessions are conducted in both electronic meeting and “manual” facilitation environments.

6.2.3.2  The contractor shall provide staff and resources to support: (1) process, data, and simulation modeling, (2) customer surveying, (3) requirements analysis, (4) decision support, (5) strategic planning activities, and (6) organizational development and change management activities.

6.2.3.3  The contractor shall provide experts in knowledge management (KM) requirements analysis tools and techniques - including rapid prototyping.  The contractor shall perform requirements analysis and rapid prototyping of a “Generic Situational Awareness Table” that interfaces with the Track Service Status module of EDGE portal and accepts data feeds from the Application being developed by the Applications Engineering Directorate.  The contractor shall perform requirements analysis associated with the “Portfolio Review” needs of the new Component Acquisition Executive (CAE).  This analysis shall specify the functional requirements associated with the “Track Program Status (TPS)” and “Situational Awareness Table (SAT)” applications to provide tailored views based on the type of program (e.g., ACAT I, ACAT II, Project, etc.) and the phase in which a program may be at a given point in time (e.g., Milestone A, Milestone B, etc.).  This analysis shall also address the sharing of issues and accomplishments among EDGE applications so that common items can be entered once and shared among multiple applications - specifically the TPS and 500 Day Plan applications.

6.2.3.4  The contractor shall provide staff to conduct research on emerging process improvement-related methods, tools, and techniques.

i.  Task 2 - Subtask 2.  This subtask requires one highly trained and skilled administrative management professional with demonstrated performance in the scheduling, managing, and follow-up taskings connected with high-level senior Department of Defense war fighters and professionals in the Office of the Secretary, Combatant Commanders, Services and Agencies.  It is desired that individuals proposed for this Subtask possess documented past performance experience in state-of-the-art project management, electronic scheduling, electronic messaging, electronic graphic art and electronic accounting software.


j.  Task 2 - Subtask 3.
