2.  Task Order Title.  46th Test Group Operational Support

3.  Background.  The 46th Test Group Information Systems Branch (46th TG/XPI) is required to provide computer systems operational support services to the 46th Test Group, Holloman AFB, NM.  This support includes the development, deployment, operations and maintenance of the 46th Test Group Management Information System, the 46th Test Group’s information systems infrastructure and various squadron unique IT requirements.  The 46th Test Group has migrated its information systems and common-standard data into an integrated 46th Test Group Management Information System (MIS) as well as modernizing its information infrastructure to better support mission requirements.  The work prescribed by this task order is a continuation of work currently being performed by Computer Sciences Corporation (CSC) working under DEIS II Contract No. DCA100-96-D-0051, Task Order 0146 whose current period of performance expires on 30 Oct 2002.  The efforts underway include maintenance and some new development of the MIS query and reporting capabilities as all electronic data processing capability was moved to ABSS (an AF directed standard system - implemented here in Jan 2000).  The interface with ABSS to obtain critical financial information is also occasionally modified as the AF is constantly modifying the ABSS software.  A major AFMC mandated replacement of Microsoft SMS with Tivoli is underway to enhance network management.  New hardware and software tools are being constantly being evaluated and implemented to upgrade the network infrastructure.  Downward directed data management/ information sharing systems are constantly being evaluated; integrated into current Test Group business practices; and managed.

4.  Objectives.  The information infrastructure within Test Group continues to be improved. The Test Group has moved to a standard environment based on Windows NT/2000 and Unix servers and a Defense Messaging System (DMS) compatible mail system (Microsoft Exchange).  The objective of this task order is to support the 46th Test Group in:

· MIS, scripting new requirements, performing O&M on current hardware and software.

· Identifying and maintaining legacy and newly developed baseline of requirements, processes, applications and automated systems;

· Collecting, validating, and integrating requirements;

· Managing data standardization;

· Performing cross-functional analysis for data sharing through corporate/shared data structures;

· Developing standards, processes, and methodologies for integration;

· Performing cross-functional analysis for applications interfaces, interoperability and integration;

· Developing migration and integration strategies and plans;

· Providing functional and technical integration solutions;

· Developing and maintaining common shared infrastructure services;

· Windows domain and Active Directory management;

· Windows server management;

· SANS management;

· Tivoli - desk top management - servers and software management;

· Web development/administration;

· UNIX system administration;

· Application system - hardware and software--administration (I-DEAS, Lotus Notes, desktop management software - MS SMS and Tivoli, and etc.);

· Network Security;

· Information Assurance;

· Prototyping functional applications and required infrastructure support to validate requirements and solutions.

6.1  Task 1 - Enterprise Management Controls.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning.  Provide the technical and functional activities required for integration of all tasks specified within this SOW.  Include productivity and management methods such as quality assurance, progress/status reporting and program reviews.  Provide the centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Task Order Management.  Prepare a Task Order Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution. 6.2  Task 2 - Management Information System Support.  Provide development, deployment, and the operations and maintenance of the 46th Test Group Management Information Systems as identified by the Task Monitor (TM).  Install, configure, upgrade, and maintain all COTS databases and operating systems used for the MIS applications (e.g. UNIX OS, ORACLE RDBMS) as identified by the TM.  Maintain/modify existing application software/code, e.g. Oracle CASE Dictionary, Oracle Forms modules, etc. Enhance existing modules/applications and integrate/maintain new requirements, as identified by the TM, with the existing MIS.  These modules/applications will be designed/modified, developed, and documented using the ORACLE CASE tools (Designer/Developer 2000).  Should circumstances dictate that software development be done outside the ORACLE CASE tools, the software will be programmatically documented and the programmatically documented source listing will be submitted to the Task Monitor for approval prior to implementation. Within ten workdays after notification of completion of a new module, the contractor shall deliver a release (on electronic media) of the software application and provide detailed written process flow/ procedures. Provide user assistance for the MIS by establishing a Help Desk to provide telephone support and training on existing and new MIS applications.  The Help Desk will be manned during normal duty hours except when training or “over the shoulder” support dictates the Help Desk be backed up by electronic mail.  Perform 46th Test Group ABSS system administrator duties, such as creating/deleting user accounts, changing user passwords, setting up document “flows”, and other module manager functions.  Provide 46th Test Group Help Desk support to ABSS.  Provide monthly report outlining problems, resolutions, other issues, status and performance indicator in chart form that shows past 12 month trend for total number of problems opened during month, number of problem reports closed during month, (with goal of closing 90% in three days or less) percentage of problem reports closed in three work days or less.

6.3  Task 3 - Network Operational Support and File Server Management.  Provide overall 46th Test Group network management support to include Office Automation application software, MIS application software, manage Test Group Windows NT/2000 file servers, manage the Windows domain clients, manage the MS Exchange File servers and the SMS and Tivoli Servers.  Provide development and sustainment for internal and external web sites.  Perform Network Security and Information Assurance function for 46th Test Group local area network.  Provide network management for the 746th Test Squadron Lotus Notes server.  Provide for the 846th Test Squadron Mechanical Engineering Flight, EDS’s master series (formally SDRC’s I-DEAS) system administration and networked UNIX workstations/PC support.  Provide EVCAS NT system administration functions to include, but not limited to: ensuring system is functional and available to users during normal duty hours; apply operating system software upgrades; vendor and AFCERT security patches; and maintaining accreditation packages and software licenses.
