2.  Task Order Title.  AIS Enhancements

3.  Background.  The Defense Enterprise Computing Center (DECC) Columbus was appointed to serve as the first of the Defense Information Systems Agency’s (DISA’s) Megacenters for automated data processing support.  This consolidation was a significant challenge and offered tremendous cost savings opportunities and was accomplished in a successful manner with little impact to the end-user communities.  To meet this challenge required computer programming professionals with specific knowledge and experience in the TIS, SUPRA, SUPRA2, DB2, DATACOM, CICS, M204, “C”, Unify, Oracle and COBOL.

During the past few years various applications have transitioned into DECC Columbus, such as: the Standard Automated Material Management Systems (SAMMS), the Defense Integrated Subsistence Management System (DISMS), The Defense Fuel Automated Management System (DFAMS), DLA Operations Research Office (DORO), DLA Administrative Support Center Headquarters Management Information Management System (DASC HQMIS), the Mechanization of Contract Administration Services (MOCAS), the Defense Business Management System (DBMS), the Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS), and the Defense Logistics Agency Automated Information System (DAISY) used by the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service (DRMS).  As many of these legacy systems move to new systems (e.g. BSM), overall expertise in the legacy systems is needed to assist in the transition.  Also as current Government personnel move to new work and while DECC is under a hiring freeze, additional personnel knowledgeable in the legacy applications is essential to ensure the customer the same level of availability as promised in the DECC Columbus Service Level Agreements.  Work to be performed under this SOW is a continuation to work performed on DEIS II Task Order number DCA100-96-D-0052/0117, “RSA Enhancements.”  The scope of work in terms of type of work is unchanged from the previous task order.

4.  Objectives.  The purpose of this task order is to improve the way in which DECC Columbus Logistics Application Support Services Branch conducts its functions and mission activities to reduce overall costs, to provide more efficient use of limited resources and better support all Legacy System Transition/ Migration processes.  It is imperative to the user community that the transition is completely transparent, with no loss of service.  The contractor will be called upon to provide technical services for the AIS Branch integration structure.  As some of the DLA applications are transitioned to the Business Systems Modernization (BSM), support will also include AIS application support as Government employees move to other work.  The contractor shall also evaluate existing processes and provide AIS Management with recommended improvements.

5.  Scope.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), DII Standard Operating Environment (SOE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) and Shared Data Environment (SHADE).  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Contract-Level and TO Management.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Contract-Level Program Management.  All work required under this contract shall be performed by contractor personnel qualified in each technical area described in this SOW.  The contractor shall have technical expertise in mainframe operating environment and applications such as; SAMMS, DISMS, MOCAS, DBMS, FLIS and Server level applications including UNIX Operating System, Shell Scripting, Unify and Oracle Data Base Systems.  In addition, the contractor shall have high-level knowledge of TIS, SUPRA, SUPRA2, DB2, DATACOM, CICS, M204, “C”, and COBOL, as well as tape management.  The contractor shall have the ability to perform system design and analysis, and other programming functions, as well as an extensive knowledge of analytical and diagnostic methods, devices, and interrelationships between host computer systems and remote access and teleprocessing terminals.  The contractor shall also be able to program in PC-based applications.  The contractor personnel shall have a mastery of a broad knowledge of data source, data flow and systems interactions of existing and planned automated information systems.  Knowledge of Federal, DoD, DISA and DISA WESTHEM policies, procedures, and regulations is a requirement.  The productivity and management of this SOW by the contractor shall ensure that the required services are performed in the best commercial practices, without unnecessary delays or interference with functions.  The contractor must provide evidence of his/her ability to supply personnel, both in numbers and experience, necessary to perform required tasks.  The contractor shall maintain a Quality Control Program to ensure that the requirements of this TO are met.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Task Order Management.  The contractor shall provide technical expertise and expertise in mainframe applications including SAMMS, DISMS, MOCAS, DBMS, FLIS, Server level applications including SAIS, UNIX Operating System, Shell Scripting, Unify and Oracle Data Base Systems and tape management.  The contractor shall provide technical assistance and advice to the alternate TM to support the operation of: a) implementation and migration strategies, b) DECC-Columbus system specifications, c) program milestone plan, and d) monthly progress reports detailing progress to date against all program milestone objectives.

6.2  Task 2 - Mainframe Application Support.  The contractor shall provide assistance to the Application Installation and Support personnel with specific regard to developing mainframe programs using COBOL 77 with IBM extensions.  Additionally, the contractor shall use DLA Systems Design Center (DSDC) utilities, located in Columbus, Ohio, (e.g. SAMSAM (Standard Augmented Mass Storage Access Method) for random access files, SELCOP (Selective Copy) for copying files to access the files stored on the mainframe.  The contractor shall be capable of providing assistance in developing Job Control Language (JCL) as applicable to the above mainframe.

6.3  Task 3 - Server Application Support (DMC Columbus Programming/System Monitoring - DOS-Based and UNIX-Based Platforms).  The contractor shall develop applications using software such as Unify, Oracle, Clipper, FoxPro, “C”, and COBOL.  The contractor shall install programs and scripts into a production environment, develop and modify UNIX scripts for production use.  The contractor shall understand and interpret system program logs and take necessary action to remedy abend situations.  The contractor shall tune Oracle and Unify databases to provide optimum application system performance.  The contractor shall interface with customers on technical issue pertaining to RSA supported applications.  These applications can reside on either DOS-based, or UNIX-based platform connected through network architecture such as Novell, Workgroups for Windows NT, or NFS.  The contractor shall develop applications using Unify 5.0 and Oracle Version 7.  The contractor shall document unique systems designed and maintained by the DMC in Department of Defense format.

10.  Security.  The contractor personnel to perform work on this task shall possess U.S. citizenship and the security classification for work performed at the SECRET level.  Work performed under this SOW requires ADPI Level access supported by a favorable Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) to begin work.  DoD 5200.2-R, DoD Personnel Security Program, requires DoD military and civilian personnel, as well as DoD consultant and contractor personnel, who perform work on sensitive automated information systems, to be assigned to positions that are designated at one of two sensitivity levels (ADPI, ADPII). When and if such removal occurs, the contractor shall within 15 working days, assign qualified personnel to any vacancy(ies) thus created.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).

a.  The Government will provide the contractor on-site workspace at DECC Columbus.  Included in this work space will be a desk, chair, telephone, voice mail, PC/terminal for access to the mainframe or server, printer, PC software required to perform services, and availability of facsimile services.  In addition, copies will be provided of any forms that may be required for access to computer facilities, job execution or documentation.  Computer time and access will be granted to all appropriate contractor personnel required to complete their assigned tasks.  The Government will provide the contractor with access to the computer environments and associated systems on a not-to-interfere basis with production workload.  All software resident on the computers to complete the tasks will be made available to the contractor.


b.  Materials.  The Government will provide access to existing instructions, guidelines, standards and collected data required in the performance of duties associated with assigned tasks.

12.  Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations.
12.1  The contractor shall provide the documentation that states the qualifications of contractor personnel assigned to this project.  The contractor shall deliver resumes of the personnel assigned to this project for review by the alternate TM.  In addition, changes in these personnel shall be made known to the Government prior to implementation of the changes.  Substitutions of these personnel will not be permitted for a period of 180 days after contract award except in extraordinary circumstances, such as illness, death, resignation, etc.  The substitute personnel must have qualifications equal to or higher than the person being replaced and all substitutions of key personnel must be approved by the Contracting Officer.

12.2  The contractor personnel to perform work on this task shall possess U.S. citizenship and possess a favorably completed Single Scope Backgound Investigation (SSBI) for ADP Level I that has been verified in writing to the DECC Columbus Security Manager (CDC6 SEC) by the respective Facility Security Officer of the contractor involved.  All aspects of these tasks pertaining to security of classified information will conform to the requirements of CDC6 SEC standards and policy guidance.  The contractor shall closely adhere to security requirements as specified in DoD 5200.2-R, chapter 3, section 6, paragraph 3-614.  DECC Columbus compound access can be obtained for contractor personnel by contacting the Alternate TM for this TO.  The CDC6 Security Manager must review all contracts that involve classified information or AISs.  You may call the CDC6 Security Chief anytime for further guidance.
