2.  Task Order Title.  Technical Support for Optimization Initiatives and Project Management

3.  Background.  The DISA Computing Services Systems Implementation Division (CD2) manages and directs the implementation of automated Information Systems (IS) and other designated programs for the Command at Defense Enterprise Computing Centers and their Detachments, and provides planning and technical support for large-scale initiatives such as further consolidation, optimization and modernization.
