2.  Task Order Title.  Technical Support for Optimization Initiatives and Project Management

3.  Background.  The DISA Computing Services Systems Implementation Division (CD2) manages and directs the implementation of automated Information Systems (IS) and other designated programs for the Command at Defense Enterprise Computing Centers and their Detachments, and provides planning and technical support for large-scale initiatives such as further consolidation, optimization and modernization. CD2 provides the planning and technical support for the implementation of special projects in support of the MVS, Unisys, Server, Communications Line-of-Business Managers and other Computing Services Program Offices (i.e., Chief Engineer CDT, Systems Support Office CDTP, Operations Division CD3).  A further function of DISA Computing Services (CD2) is to provide program management support to special projects on a smaller scale and for shorter terms.  In this regard, DISA Computing Services (CD2) handles many implementation projects of various sizes, all requiring project management support.  The Program Support Section (CD232) provides program management in support of the aforementioned initiatives.  Contractor support is required to assist the Government’s efforts in the management of these special projects.

4.  Objectives.  As a result of this task order, DISA Computing Services (CD2) will require contractor services to continue assisting with and support routine and unplanned program management operations.  DISA Computing Services (CD2) will provide planning support staff at project planning offices.  The staff will be Senior Project Planners tasked to provide project management support processes, including project planning and scheduling, activity tracking and status reporting, analysis and assessment and problem identification and resolution.  Also, at least one Senior Project Planner is required to manage and develop database projects.  The contractor shall prepare and deliver presentations from database management systems (DBMS) using Oracle language.  The staff will develop detailed tasks and timelines, generate schedules, and report the status of CD2 and customer initiatives.

5.  Scope.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) and Shared Data Environment (SHADE). Prepare a TO Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  Provide a monthly status report documenting support provided throughout the month.
