2.  Task Order Title.  Air Mobility Command (AMC) Command and Control (C2) Integration Support

3.  Background.  HQ AMC/SCP is engaged in an integrated migration effort of several AMC command and control systems from their current, horizontally-oriented legacy environment to an integrated, open systems environment.  A number of coordinated migration efforts are underway as part of the Global Command and Control System (GCCS) and Global Combat Support System (GCSS) programs, managed by the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS), Defense Information System Agency (DISA), Air Force (AF), and HQ AMC.  GCCS, the primary Secret-High command and control system for the Department of Defense (DoD), provides the warrior a fused, real-time, true picture of the battle space, and the ability to order, respond and coordinate horizontally and vertically to the degree necessary to successfully prosecute AMC’s warfighting mission.  GCSS, unclassified data available as an icon on GCCS workstations, provides the warfighter and support elements with timely, accurate, and trusted combat support information.  GCCS is the cornerstone of command, control, communications, computers, and intelligence (C4I) for the Warrior (C4IFTW), providing the midterm Initial Operational Capability (IOC).  GCCS establishes interoperability among forces, with a focus on the Joint warfighter.  The creation of a solid foundation, imbedded in strategy, policy, and doctrine has created a new way of doing business in developing, acquiring, testing, and employing C4I systems.  GCCS takes advantage of these characteristics and provides warfighters with a global, flexible and interoperable command and control system.  Within GCCS, Air Force applications Air Force personnel with the ability to tailor GCCS data to meet Air Force requirements.  The follow-on for COMPES is the Deliberate and Crisis Action Planning and Execution Segments (DCAPES) - the system of record for maintaining Air Force information.  This statement of work describes follow-on integration support and migration services performed under the DEIS II contract.  This work is mission critical and is projected to continue through Dec 2007.

4.  Objectives.

a.  Establish and refine the migration of hardware, software and operating system environments to support AMC's Air Force Applications within GCCS and GCSS programs and meet the DoD’s goal of achieving an integrated and interoperable Defense Information Infrastructure (DII).  The Government, using several contracting and Government sources, intends to engineer, procure, develop and maintain an operational client/server architecture and shall migrate database environments and functional applications within this architecture.  This architecture must be configured to support the migration of existing systems in a progressive, step-wise, and measurable manner and must provide a robust platform with the extensibility and flexibility to accommodate dynamic hardware and an environment for migrating applications software.  GCCS satisfies the operational and planning goals of the DoD, using applications that conform to the DII Common Operating Environment (COE).


b.  The contractor shall provide all required analyst resources to establish and maintain the hardware and the operating systems environment.  Additionally, the contractor shall support the integration of new Air Force Applications under the GCCS/GCSS umbrella. All work will adhere to the DoD goal for an integrated and interoperable DII.  The scope of this task order includes the following task areas from the Encore contract.

5.  Scope.

· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task Area 9 - Product Integration
6.1.1  Subtask 1.  The contractor shall develop the software, application, and operating system environments to support Air Mobility Command's Air Force applications within GCCS and its architecture.  The contractor shall establish and refine the operational, interim, and target software configurations to be used with the basic test, training, and production systems migration architecture.

6.1.2  Subtask 2.  The contractor shall configure the production system, customer terminals and test systems using software as it becomes available.  The contractor shall configure the system components in an open systems architecture and perform preliminary checkout of equipment.  The basic checks shall be run to ensure that all components are operating correctly and that all equipment-based software is loaded and operating appropriately.

6.1.3  Subtask 3.  The contractor shall refine the basic architecture and load the system with the selected operating system, applicable commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) packages, Government off-the-shelf (GOTS) packages, and Air Force Applications.  The contractor shall test the system for optimal configuration of operating system and database management system components to ensure efficient performance on the testing, training, and operational platforms.

6.2  Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation, Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support.
6.2.1  Subtask 1.  The contractor shall provide technical support for installing and configuring Air Force software applications and provide technical support for isolating and troubleshooting failures in the applications.  The contractor shall provide systems administration and database administration support for the Air Force applications.  The contractor shall develop and prototype SQL queries against databases associated with the migratory software systems.

6.2.2  Subtask 2.  The contractor shall run tests against the operating system and the database management system to better configure the COTS, GOTS, and applications packages in the operating environment.  The contractor shall further modify the development architecture based on the results from testing in the operational environment.

6.2.3  Subtask 3.  The contractor shall assist Government and other contractor personnel by providing technical support to interface other non-GCCS networks/applications to the GCCS architecture.

6.2.4  Subtask 4.  The contractor shall develop and submit a technical integration report.  The technical integration report shall provide information on the results of system testing and prototyping, system configuration, and recommendations for improving system configuration, system performance, and the interoperability of software and database applications.

6.2.5  Subtask 5.  Provide on-call support for Unix and database problems requiring immediate support that cannot be resolved at level one and when no alternative capability is available.  Examples of alternative capabilities are the ability to select another database or server, other printers in the area, other workstations, or other e-mail accounts.  On-site response is only required when critical problems cannot be resolved over the phone.  On-site support is required within 120 minutes of notification of an unresolved problem requiring immediate attention.  On-call support is required after normal duty hours, during weekends, and Federal holidays.

6.2.6  Subtask 6.  Contingency support and real-world operations:  On-site support is required for contingency exercises and real-world operations.  Real-world operations and contingency exercises may require the contractor to alter the hours of operation to support current mission requirements as directed by the contracting officer representative. The average augmentation is 10 calendar days, 24 hours-a-day, 4 times per year.  A two-week notice will be provided for exercise support.

7.  Place of Performance.  The contractor shall perform the majority of work for this task order at the Government site located in the 868th Communications Squadron, Building 1575, Scott AFB IL  62225.  In order to configure and install GCCS software at AMC remote sites, the contractor may be required to travel from Scott AFB, IL to other AMC units and Air Force Application sites.  Additionally, the contractor may be required to travel to attend DCAPES Implementation Meetings.  The number of trips (per year) is expected not to exceed nine (9) at an estimated cost of $2,000 per trip ($18,000 total) per year.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for actual travel and per diem costs.

8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 365 calendar days after TO award.  This SOW covers the basic year (15 Dec 2002 through 14 Dec 2003) with four option years (OY), as follows:
