2.  Task Order Title.  Coalition Information Sharing Operational Concept

3.  Background.  Current operations in the Global War on Terrorism have demonstrated the increased importance of information sharing with allies and coalition partners.  USJFCOM is the designated Command for determining what information should be shared, in addition to how, when and with whom, and also to provide comprehensive recommendations on a definition of and the policy for operational requirements.  In response to this task USJFCOM prepared a Coalition Information Sharing Operational Concept that was forwarded to The Joint Staff on 30 September 2002.  USJFCOM J6 is also preparing an Operational Architecture to be completed not later than 2QFY03.  Finally, USJFCOM J61 is identifying information sharing shortfalls and deficiencies that will be prioritized and presented to the JROC in 3QFY03 as candidates for DOTMLPF resolution with appropriate funding recommendations.  Current and planned information sharing systems are being developed for specific limited requirement sets.  This results in duplication of effort, lack of good fiscal stewardship and encourages proliferation of networks and systems that are not interoperable.  A dynamic multinational information sharing environment where both the information and the environment are protected is needed.

4.  Objectives.  To determine this dynamic multinational information sharing environment a review of all existing systems and networks must be conducted.  This review must select which existing systems should continue to receive Department of Defense (DoD) support.  The scope will be strategic to tactical, using the USJFCOM provided Operational Concept and Architecture for Information Sharing.  Senior Mentors representing US Joint Forces Command, the National Security Agency (NSA) and Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) will conduct this review.

5.  Scope.
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 3 - Performance Benchmarking
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
6.  Specific Tasks.  The contractor will represent DISA as Senior Mentor during the previously identified review.  The contractor shall perform an independent assessment (based on the Multinational Information Sharing Operational Concept, dated 26 September 2002) of the numerous ongoing material information sharing solutions and determine which systems deserve continued support, working in conjunction with the senior mentors from USJFCOM and NSA.  Recommend both a near term and long term strategy as defined below.
· Near Term (present to 4 years).  In concert with current Regional Combatant Commander information sharing requirements, make a recommendation for which systems should continue to receive DoD support.

· Examine existing DOTMLPF recommendations

· Examine documented Regional Combatant Commander information sharing requirements

· Review the matrix of ongoing efforts

· Long Term (5 years and beyond).  Recommend a course of action for DoD’s migration to the information sharing environment that supports the requirements captured in the Operational Concept and Architecture.

· As time permits, identify obstacles and enablers to the implementation of this course of action strategy and propose recommended solutions to the obstacles

· Recommend key policy changes required to implement this course of action

Liaison with PACOM, EUCOM, CENTCOM, SOUTHCOM, SOCOM, STRATCOM, TRANSCOM, NORTHCOM, JFCOM, CIA, DIA, NSA, DISA, JS and other agencies as required.
