2.   Task Order Title.  Enhanced Military Cooperation and Mission Support to NORAD/J5

3. Background.  The North American Aerospace Defense Command (NORAD) is a bi-national Canadian and United States organization charged with the missions of aerospace warning and aerospace control for North America. Aerospace warning includes the monitoring of man-made objects in space, and the detection, validation, and warning of attack against North America by aircraft, missiles, or space vehicles, while utilizing mutual support arrangements with other commands.  Aerospace control includes ensuring air sovereignty and air defense of the airspace of Canada and the United States.  Through outstanding cooperation and cohesiveness, NORAD has proven itself effective in its roles of watching, warning, and responding in the defense of Canada and the United States.  By adapting to the changing world, NORAD will continue to play an important role in hemispheric defense of the Americas.  The events of September 11, 2001 provide evidence of NORAD’s responsiveness and continued relevance to North American security.  By quickly adapting its traditionally outward-looking focus to meet new threats posed by terrorists to the interior of North America, NORAD provides potent military response capability to civil authorities to counter domestic airspace threats. Though future homeland defense/security organizations are still being formulated by the national leadership of both Canada and the United States, the proven abilities and unique capabilities of NORAD are a vital part of homeland security and defense.

 6.5  Task 5 – NORAD/NORTHCOM IC Roundtable Support
The contractor will provide technical expertise for guiding the conduct of collaborative research, processes and analysis of U.S. inter-agency activities including Allies, international, host nation and domestic relating to employment of military capabilities; support to and between other Federal agencies, state and local governments, and civil authorities, multinational, regional and non-government offices, and consultation and decision-making protocol recommendations.  As directed by NORAD/NORTHCOM IC, and in coordination with NORAD/J5P, this support shall include Inter-domain facilitation of interfaces and support for the NORAD/USNORTHCOM/IC staff in preparations for, execution and analysis of Joint Interagency (IA) Coordination Group (JIACG) Roundtables.  

The contractor will also provide:

· Full time support for Biweekly technical meetings, minutes, agendas, action item tracking, and exercises (to include Determine Promise series and Unified Defense series exercises). 

· Support for future (JIACG) conferences at projection of one per quarter.  

· Support for inter agency enterprise issues up to and including the Council level, as directed.

· Support for the biweekly JIACG planning; maintaining JIACG databases, to include providing minutes for approval and distribution while receiving other combatant command JIACG minutes to integrate for the command.  The contractor may be required to facilitate activities at TS/SBI level. 

Task will be funded under a separate CLIN.  Costs should be tracked and invoiced separately by CLIN.  

7.  Place of Performance.  Full time work will be performed at Government facilities.  NORAD/J5P will identify workspace availability at Government facilities.  Contractor personnel can access the NORAD/J5P, NORAD/USNORTHCOM IC work areas under this task order, normally, between the duty hours of 0730 to 1630, Monday through Friday, except federal holidays.  As scheduling conference space at Peterson AFB is a premium, some conferences may be held off base.  At least two of the N-NC/IC conferences may be held in the Washington, D.C. area.

8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance for the task is through 30 Sep 2004.  

9.  Delivery Schedule.
9.1 Deliverables.  All deliverables shall meet requirements set forth in the current SOW.  All materials produced shall become the sole property of the government.  

9.1.2 All deliverables will be provided as shown in the current SOW.

9.1.3  Deliverable Instructions.  Documentation shall be delivered to NORAD/NORTHCOM IC and or

NORAD/J5P in one hard copy and one soft copy format (3.5-inch floppy/CD-ROM or e-mail attachment) unless otherwise specified.  Other documentation shall be provided in accordance with standardized software applications (e.g., Microsoft Office Suite - Word, PowerPoint, etc.) as specified by NORAD/NORTHCOM IC or NORAD/J5P.  A copy of the deliverable letter will be sent to the procuring agency.

9.1.4  Review of Deliverables.  NORAD/NORTHCOM IC, NORAD/J5P, or the TMs will have ten workdays to review deliverables and make comments.  The contractor will have five workdays to make corrections.  If no comments are received within ten workdays for deliverables, the deliverable is accepted as written.

10.  Security.  The contractor shall comply with security requirements as determined by Industrial Security Program Regulation DoD 5220.22; National Industrial Security Program Operations Manual (NISPOM); and the Security Classification Specification (DD Form 254).  The contractor shall provide personnel with clearances commensurate with the DD Form 254.  TS/SCI access will be required. 

12.2.  Travel.  Any travel required to fulfill the tasks in this SOW shall be performed at the direction of NORAD/J5P and/or N-NC/IC as applicable to the tasks and in accordance with the Joint Travel Regulation (JTR).  QAE approval is required for travel outside the local area.  A Trip Report shall be provided to the TM within five (5) working days after completion of the trip.  It is estimated that 14 trips shall be required annually.

12.5.  Data Rights.  The Government has unlimited rights to all deliverables under this task order.  The Government will retain custody of all records associated with contractor deliverables and shall have exclusive control in the distribution of all written deliverables.

12.6.  Management.
