2.  Task Order Title.  Executive Software Support for DECC Columbus

3.  Background.  The Defense Enterprise Computing Center (DECC) Columbus provides a broad range of Information Technology (IT) support services to a variety of Department of Defense (DoD) components.  DECC Columbus consists of five principle operating elements:  the Enterprise Operating Division, the Network Operations Center (NOC), the Enterprise Programs Division, the Security Division and the Business Management Office.  The Enterprise Divisions, NOC, Security Office and Business Office operates from Columbus, Ohio.  In addition, DECC Columbus has two detachments operating in Denver and Indianapolis.  Major customers of the Columbus DECC include the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) and Defense Finance and Accounting Service-Columbus (DFAS-Cols).  DECC Columbus also has support agreements to provide services to the various military departments and other DoD components.  The Enterprise Operations Center is a mainframe computer operation that conducts data processing on a  7-day by 24-hour schedule for 365 days of every year.  DECC Columbus is a “fee for service” operation; its major customers are DLA and DFAS-Columbus.  Major applications were developed from 1960 to 1970 and have little or no documentation.

4.  Objectives.  The Enterprise Operations Center has an immediate need for support in the  areas of MVS operating systems and executive software support.  The necessary support must be supplied by personnel who are familiar with the DECC Columbus technical architecture, current system software, current customer base and the DECC Columbus organization.
