2.  Task Order Title.  Continuation of Multiple Virtual System (MVS) Uniform Automated Data Processing System (UADPS) Production Support

3.  Background.  In November 1989, the Department of Defense (DoD) issued Defense Management Review Decision (DRMD) 924 directing consolidation of Information Technology facilities in all military departments and DoD agencies in order to realize significant budget reductions. In September 1992, under continued demands for additional budget reductions, DoD issued the Defense Information Infrastructure (DII), DRMD 918.  DoD subsequently tasked the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) to design, implements, and manage the DII.  A component of this initial tasking was to migrate selected workload of Legacy Sites into a number of Defense Megacenter (DMC).  In accordance with the approved DoD Data Center Consolidation Baseline Implementation Plan, the data processing workload from DIPC Kings Bay and DIPC Norfolk have migrated to Defense Enterprise Computing Center (DECC) Detachment Jacksonville.  As legacy site personnel are retired, relocated, or removed through Reduction-in-Force procedures, it has become necessary to obtain computer production assistance.

4.  Objectives.  DISA, Det Jacksonville has a full-time requirement for one (1) Senior Functional Analyst.

5.  Scope.  The scope of this task order is to provide the expertise to complete functions described in the following task description.  The effort described herein falls within the following Encore task areas:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.  Work shall proceed concurrently throughout the period of performance of this task order.  The contractor shall provide support in the following areas.  The following is a list of tasks that the contractor shall be required to perform. These tasks will support Uniform Automated Data Processing System - for Stock Points (UADPS-SP) and Stock Point Automated Data Processing Replacement (SPAR) applications.  SPAR supports the modernization of the Navy’s massive supply system at stock points worldwide.  UADPS-SP supports the Navy workload at Navy Stock Points.  All tasks shall be completed within allotted timeframes that are dependent upon customer or application requirements.  The specific tasks to be performed by the contractor include but are not limited to the following (note - those tasks/outputs marked with an asterisk (*) will be used as the measurable performance standards.)

6.1  Task Area 1 -Task Order Management.  Prepare a TO Management Plan (A003) describing the technical approach, organizational resources, and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements throughout the TO execution.  Provide a monthly status report (A008) monitoring the quality assurance, configuration management, and security management applied to the TO.

6.2  Task Area 10 - Standard/Common Migration Application Operations and Maintenance Management.
Subtask 1 - Senior Functional Analyst.  Provide a Senior Functional Analyst to support CICS and multiple Central Versions of the IDMS database across multiple MVS guests. Contractor will work with personnel from DECC Det Jacksonville, DECC Det Norfolk, DECC AC Mechanicsburg, Software Support Office - Mechanicsburg, and all UADPS-SP customers of DECC Det Jacksonville.

· Provide production support for existing IDMS database central versions (including but not limited to Jacksonville, Norfolk, Kings Bay, New London).*

· Consult with hardware/software vendors as required.

· Provide technical assistance to customer CICS system programmer.

· Provide technical assistance to customer system software programmer.

· Provide technical assistance to customer database administrator.*

· Provide technical assistance to customer, customer applications, customer operations, and customer’s customer.

· Coordinate with systems staff/operations/vendors on installation of hardware/software.

· Provide OJT to the DECC Det Jax systems staff.*

· Provide technical support during installation of new SPAR software distributions.*

· Interface with customers determining problem resolution/general request.*

· Provide 24X7 (On-call for Off-Hours) for both IDMS and CICS problem situations.

· Attend conference calls/meetings in preparation for change implementations to existing environment.

· Review/Suggest corrections in program time/volume parameters to improve performance.*

The contractor must be knowledgeable of multiple Central Versions of the IDMS database across MVS guests, the UADPS-SP workload, and DECC Det Jacksonville policies and procedures.  This knowledge must have been acquired by previous experience at a Navy Stock Point or in direct support of SPAR database software.  Must be a self-starter with past evidence and independent achievement tempered with a regard for working in a team environment.  The contractor shall provide software, recovery and operational support during day shift.  The contractor shall also be available during off shifts and weekends.

Subtask 2 - Acceptable Quality Level (AQL).  The AQL defines the allowable error rate for these measurable outputs.  The AQL to be adhered to for all outputs on a daily basis is as follows:
