1.  Task Monitors (TMs).
2.  Task Order Title.  Open-Source Intelligence Web Portal

3.  Background.  The Office of Naval Intelligence (ONI) is responsible for the production of timely intelligence concerning the operations and capabilities of foreign maritime assets worldwide.  In accomplishing this mission, all sources of relevant information are collected and analyzed by ONI analysts.  A large volume of open-source material on most topics of interest and limited resources, including research personnel and data-mining tools, make it difficult for analysts to rapidly determine the existence of relevant unclassified information and incorporate it into their assessments on a continuing basis.  Additionally, most ONI analysts do not possess foreign language skills that would enable them to readily ascertain the value of open-source information that has not been translated into English.

4.  Objectives.  This statement of work identifies ONI requirements for contractor support to perform open-source research and analysis and provide basic information products.  The contractor shall provide support for basic event reporting on geo-political, military, scientific, technological and economic events and developments relevant to the maritime arena.  Such information/knowledge support will be focused on the ONI priorities detailed in Paragraph 6.2, but should also include other events that the contractor considers relevant.  For all reportable events, the contractor shall provide a précis of the topic of interest, information sources, and predictive analysis of said events and developments.  The contractor shall also provide access to subject matter expertise as requested by designated analysts and managers within ONI.

5.  Scope.  The effort described herein falls within the following Encore task areas:
· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
6.  Specific Tasks.  The contractor shall provide open source research and analysis and basic information product support.

6.1  Priority Areas for Analysis.  At a minimum, ONI requires information and knowledge support in the following areas:

6.1.1  Priority Countries.

· China/Taiwan

· Iran

· Russia

· North Korea

· India/Pakistan

6.1.2  Priority Functional Areas.

· Underwater acoustic research and development

· Maritime strategy, doctrine, missions and priorities

· Platform operational/tactical employment

· Naval/submarine force generation/readiness requirements

· Naval/submarine training requirements, nature of crew utilization and required levels of proficiency

· Use of surface ship or submarine shore-based simulators as part of training regimen

· Naval/submarine schools, training pipe-line, regimen, core competency requirements and related issues

· Doctrine/references to naval use of tactical nuclear weapons

· Platform habitability and crew morale/discipline

· Naval force command structure, hierarchy, organization, personalities

· Pictures of platforms, onboard systems, bases and personnel

· Ship construction and shipyard process engineering

· U.S. Government foreign aid/exchange programs (to be further refined)

· Maritime Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C4ISR), including Information Operations and Denial and Deception

· Maritime-related commercial transactions

· Underwater research activity

· Maritime Special Operations Forces

· Naval weapons and sensors

· Arms/technology acquisition and proliferation

6.2  Linguist Support.  The contractor shall also provide translations of relevant press reporting and other foreign-language periodicals and media not available via the Foreign Broadcast Information Service (FBIS) as requested by ONI or as determined by the contractor to be essential to the analysis or reporting of an event or development of significance or interest to ONI.  Additionally, the contractor shall provide a brief précis of more extensive foreign-language documents of potential interest to ONI that are uncovered during the contractor’s research, for the purposes of helping ONI make decisions concerning the value of completing a full translation of the documents using other resources.

7.  Place of Performance.  The contractor will perform all developmental work at the contractor’s facility.  Establishment of the web portal on the ONI-SCI-LAN and planning for the interfaces and connectivity required to transmit information between the unclassified system used by the contractor and ONI’s classified system will require temporary on-site support.  The Government will provide access to the necessary equipment and personnel at the National Maritime Intelligence Center (NMIC) located in Washington, DC to ensure a smooth transition of the web portal to the ONI-SCI-LAN.  No travel other than local travel between the contractor’s facility and ONI is anticipated.

8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance for this effort is for 365 calendar days after task order award.  If the service provided does not meet ONI’s needs, the Government may terminate the project after an initial six month trial basis.

9.  Delivery Schedule.

a.  Product Requirements.


(1)  Web Portal.  A customized ONI website made available to designated users, summarizing and providing analysis on issues and topics according to the priorities listed in Paragraph 6.1.1 above.


(2)  User Accounts.  Services provided and made available to a minimum of 75 users as designated by the Deputy Director, Naval Intelligence.


(3)  Daily E-mail.  Morning update provided to all designated users, providing reporting on important issues and topics according to the priorities listed in Paragraph 6.1.1 above.


(4)  Expertlinks.  Interactive e-mail exchanges between Intellibridge analysts and ONI users.  These exchanges will initiate further research and will be delivered on a time scale set by the user.

b.  Technical Requirements.


(1)  Government certification of satisfactory performance is contingent upon the contractor meeting the professional standards and requirements set forth in the contract, this statement of work the approved task proposals, associated work orders, and all amendments.

(2)  The analytical products provided by the contractor should be formatted for easy dissemination within ONI.  ONI will accept the contractor’s existing product formats and request changes to those formats as required.  Products will be forwarded to ONI via electronic means and also will be posted to the contractor’s web site(s).  Electronic content must comply with DoD firewall ports, protocols and service policy and the policy guidance for use of mobile code technologies in Department of Defense Intelligence Information System (DoDIIS).


(3)  Maintenance and data population of established web sites will be conducted on an ongoing basis for the duration of this contract.  The files must be downloadable into standard, commercially-available software programs, such as Microsoft Office, and to either Microsoft Internet Explorer or Netscape browsers.  Any programs developed to support these technical requirements will be provided to the Government with unlimited software rights.  ONI’s dissemination of contractor products will not exceed the number of recipients included in this contract without first notifying the contractor.  

c.  Periodic Reports Required.

· An initial project plan for performing the task.

· A daily report of activities and events worldwide related to ONI priority topics or other maritime-related issues that the contractor assesses would be of interest to ONI analysts.

· Four quarterly summary reports covering approximately three-month periods to the Director of Intelligence.  These reports will detail work accomplished and action items completed in order to evaluate the overall quality and timeliness of the support provided during that period.  The reports will contain, at a minimum, a list of account holders who accessed the contract web portal daily, list of account holders who read e-mail product, number of analytical products produced during the period, and the number of follow-up queries to which the contractor responded.  This deliverable will be due to the Director of Intelligence no later than 10 working days after the end of the designated period, and may be submitted via electronic means.

· Monthly briefing material and presentations on the progress of any specially tasked production efforts or work conducted under the basic scope of work.

10.  Security.  Temporary on-site support may be required from time to time.  If on-site support is required, the contractor shall provide personnel with active TOP SECRET security clearances to include SENSITIVE COMPARTMENTED INFORMATION (TS/SCI) who will liaison regularly with ONI to shape and improve the support provided.  Contractor personnel must have final clearances in place before reporting to ONI.  Prior to commencing work on this task at ONI, the contractor must submit appropriate visit requests to the ONI Special Security Officer.  Information required or generated on this task may be subject to the Privacy Act.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  GFE will be provided to the contractor as appropriate.  Since the work on these tasks will be conducted primarily at the contractor’s facility, it is anticipated that limited GFE will be required.  The Government will ensure the contractor is provided with data, documentation, and other material to permit the contractor to perform tasks in a timely manner.  The Government will furnish work space, furnishings, telephone service, document reproduction capability, computer resources including access to terminals, printers, software, data, communications networks, etc. for contractor personnel working at the Government site, as required.  The Government will provide initial guidance, technical information, subject matter orientation, and appropriate reference material.
