2.  Task Order Title.  Space and Naval Warfare Information Technology Center (SPAWARINFOTECHCEN)/New Orleans Migration

3.  Background.  The SPAWARINFOTECHCEN New Orleans provides information systems/automated data processing (IS/ADP) and data communications services to Department of Navy (DoN) and other Department of Defense (DoD) and federal Government activities. Unisys has been an active partner in the SPAWARINFOTECHCEN New Orleans migration effort since 1995.  Unisys has provided DBA services starting with the migration from a legacy mainframe system to the client/server environment and in the ONGOING transition of the system to a web based system in compliance with the recent CNO Web Enabled Mandate.

4.  Objectives.
