1.  Task Monitors (TMs).
2.  Task Order Title.  DISA Information Assurance (IA) Mission Support

3.  Background.  During January 1998, the Director, Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) initiated a review of the Information Assurance Program within DISA and recommended the establishment of an Information Assurance Control Board within DISA to provide high level coordination and guidance for DISA Information Assurance Activities.  During 1999 and 2000, the DISA Information Assurance Program became key participates in Defense-wide panels and forums requiring greater levels of coordination, management and integration efforts of numerous IA activities.

4.  Objectives.  The objective of this task order is to provide DISA and the Defense-Wide Information Assurance Program Office (DIAP) Information Assurance senior leadership support in a number of areas. 5.  Scope.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) and Shared Data Environment (SHADE). 6.2  Task 2 - Integrated Solutions Management.
6.2.1 Subtask 1 – Development and Maintenance of DISA IA Strategic Integration Plans.  When directed by the Task Manager, the contractor shall participate in IA panels, meetings, and working groups as technical consultant/advisor.  As required, the contractor shall coordinate any action items as a result of these panels, meetings, and working groups with the appropriate organization(s).
