2.  Task Order Title.  DISA Information Assurance (IA) Mission Support

3.  Background.  During January 1998, the Director, Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) initiated a review of the Information Assurance Program within DISA and recommended the establishment of an Information Assurance Control Board within DISA to provide high level coordination and guidance for DISA Information Assurance Activities. 6.3  Task 3 - Requirements Analysis.
