3.  Background. 6.2  Task 2.  The contractor shall provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, configuration management, and security management applied to the tasks Subtask 3.1.  The contractor shall provide all documentation materials, procedural support materials, and test results. Government will retain ownership of all said material during and at the completion of the task.  A copy of monthly status report shall be submitted to the Administraive point of contact (POC) by the 5th day of the month.  Report shall be delivered via e-mail.

6.3  Task 3.  The contractor shall provide in process review (IPR) briefings to CDKA3 not less than once per quarter. Briefing will include, but not be limited to:

· Status of previous IPR action items

· Accomplishments since previous IPR

· ‘Burn rate’ or comparable depiction of usage rate of contract hours

· Status of activities/projects

· Suggestions for improvements

7.  Place of Performance.  Work will be performed at DECC Det San Antonio, 450 Duncan Drive, San Antonio, TX  78226-1834.


a.  On-Site Support.  The contractor shall provide on-site support at DECC Detachment San Antonio, 450 Duncan Drive, Building 200, San Antonio, TX  78226-1834.  Normal duty day is 8 hours with contractor performance between core hours of 0800 and 1700 hours, Monday through Friday (excluding Federal holidays, unless otherwise stated herein).  These normal duty hours do not include vacation, sick, holiday and TDY time (when TDY, work hours may vary).  Any deviations to this schedule and work in excess of 40 hours per week must be approved by the TM prior to performance.


(1)  In the event, maintenance/upgrades/changes to the system must be done during off peak or limited usage times, the Government reserves the right to request flexible work hours from contractor personnel.  Upon a 24-hour advance, written notification by the TM, the Government and contractor may establish a mutually agreed upon time to institute/incorporate the change. b.  Travel.  Travel may be required under this contract.  Prior to incurring any long-distance travel expenses, the contractor shall obtain written approval from the TM approving the travel dates, expected duration, origin and destination, purpose, estimated costs and the number and names of personnel traveling.  All travel associated with this contract shall be in accordance with FAR 31.205-46.  The TM will certify invoices prior to processing for payment of allowable costs.

8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 366 calendar days (21 Apr 2003 - 20 Apr 2004).

9.  Deliverables.

a.  Acceptance.  The Government shall have fifteen (15) working days to review and comment on deliverables.  The Government may accept a deliverable, accept a deliverable subject to the incorporation of comments, or reject a deliverable.  Draft deliverables that are acceptable are normally accepted subject to incorporation of the comments into the final version.  Government comments on documents that are rejected will be sufficiently specific with respect to the deficiencies in the criteria of accuracy, functionality, completeness, professional quality and overall compliance so that it clear as to what actions are required to bring the deliverable into compliance.


b.  Rejection Procedures.  After notification that a deliverable did not meet the acceptance criteria, the contractor shall return updated/corrected versions fifteen (15) workdays after receipt of Government comments.  Upon resubmission, the acceptance criteria set forth in the paragraph above will apply.  Any deficiencies then identified will be resolved after discussion between the contractor and the Government.

10.  Security.
10.1  Contractor employees shall possess an active/current SECRET/TOP SECRET security clearance with an ADP-I access code.  Security clearances and ADP-I access must be obtained up to thirty calendar days before performance start date. Contractor may be exposed to information covered under the Privacy Act of 1974, and if so, shall comply with all applicable safeguarding and handling requirements.  The contractor shall designate a POC for security.  The contractor security POC shall be responsible for contractor personnel security clearances, security and control practices, and security violation reporting procedures.  The contractor will comply with the provisions for control of classified information as outlined in DD Form 254, Security Classification Specification.

10.2  DoD 5200.2-R DoD Personnel Security Program, requires DoD military and civilian personnel, as well as DoD consultant and contractor personnel, who perform work on sensitive automated Information Systems (Iss), to be assigned to positions which are designated at one of three sensitivity levels (ADP-I, ADP-II, ADP-III).  These designations equate to Critical Sensitive, Non-Critical Sensitive, and Non-Sensitive. The reason for removal will be fully documented in writing by the Contracting Officer.  When and if such removal occurs, the contractor will, within ten (10) working days, assign qualified personnel to any vacancy/vacancies thus created.
