2.  Task Order Title.  Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) Support - Distributed Common Ground/Surface Systems (DCGS)

3.  Background.  OSD is the principal staff element of the Secretary of Defense in the exercise of policy development, planning, resource management, fiscal, and program evaluation responsibilities.  Department of Defense (DoD) Command, Control, Communications (C3), Intelligence, Surveillance, Reconnaissance (ISR), Space, Spectrum Management, Sensors and Information Technology (IT) are some of the critical mission areas under OSD’s diverse span of responsibilities.  These mission areas compose a complex IT matrix of enterprises, infrastructures, architectures, policies, programs, processes, systems and technologies which must be understood and effectively engaged in the dynamic national security environment.  For enhancing its level of expertise and productivity to achieve its objective of leading the Information Age transformation of the Department, the OSD requires contractor support in a variety of the IT functions encompassed by the Encore contract task areas.  This includes supporting the management and oversight of enterprise-wide information integration, supporting the OSD’s Chief Information Officer (CIO) responsibilities for information management and information technology, supporting oversight and guidance of space activities, supporting acquisition and program oversight of major defense acquisition programs and supporting OSD responsibilities regarding defense agencies.

4.  Objectives.  The objective of this procurement is to acquire contractor support for the IT needs of the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) for its policy, planning, program oversight and guidance functions pertaining to the technologies, systems, programs, processes, infrastructures and architectures involving and related to Department of Defense (DoD) Command, Control, Communications (C3), Intelligence, Surveillance, Reconnaissance, Space, Spectrum Management, Sensors and Information Technology.  Within the OSD, these areas currently are the responsibility of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Command, Control, Communications and Intelligence (ASD(C3I)).  The organizations within the ASD to be supported by this SOW are the direct staffs of the ASD and the Deputy Assistant Secretaries of Defense, and the individual directorates within each DASD.  Recognizing that OSD’s reorganization to establish a new Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence (USD(I)) is changing the organizational distribution of some of the C3, ISR, Space, Spectrum Management, Sensors and IT functions, it is the intent of this procurement to support those functions wherever they reside in OSD during this task order's period of performance.

5.  Scope.  Performance under this task order will support the entire range of OSD IT activities undertaken to satisfy the organization's responsibilities for overseeing, guiding and improving the Department’s C3, ISR, Space, Spectrum Management, Sensors and IT capabilities.  This includes providing IT solutions relating to technical, analytic, architectural, managerial, business, programmatic, process and administrative support functions.  Due to the dynamic nature of the support requirements of the OSD, influenced by factors ranging from internal changes to world events, specific taskings under this SOW will be defined in individual, detailed subtasks issued over the period of performance.  Applicable contract task areas are:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 4 - Business Process Reengineering
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
· Task Area 8 - Custom Application Development
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.  The Government will generate subtasks under this task order as each specific support requirement is identified and funding becomes available to address it.

6.1  OSD Support - DCGS.  These tasks require a technical/management proposal response, but no price proposal.

6.1.1  Task 1 - Task Order Management.  The contractor shall provide an experienced program manager (PM) with the necessary authority and qualifications to act as the contractor’s single point of contact for all program management, program control and administrative matters related to the contract.  Provisions for program management and program control shall be included in each subtask ordered.  The PM shall ensure that each subtask is effectively executed within the established dollar, labor hour and schedule constraints, and keep the Contracting Officer (KO) and TMs informed through formal reports and informal verbal and written reports of factors affecting task order performance.  He/she shall provide to the KO and TMs monthly status reports to include a description of task order activities, funds/hours expenditures and current issues.  Additionally, the PM shall present a formal, semi-annual task order review to address the status of all task order efforts (cost, schedule, personnel and performance), funding, expenditures, and issues. 6.1.2  Task 2 - Decision Support.  The contractor shall perform analyses, evaluations, studies, assessments, and other information activities to support OSD’s IT decision-making.  This includes reviewing documents and other products; analyzing data and information; developing strategies; evaluating products and activities; making assessments of status, progress and compliance; and designing, coordinating, and conducting information gathering studies and activities.  The contractor shall support reviews and assessments by other federal organizations, federally funded research and development centers (FFRDCs), support contractors and consultants.  The contractor shall send representatives to sit on panels; attend meetings and conferences; coordinate, organize, and facilitate panels and review groups; and monitor the activities of similar groups and organizations on relevant topics.  Deliverables include (as required):

· Concept papers, white papers, point papers, briefings, recommendations

· Meeting reports, trip reports

· Technical reports

6.1.3  Task 3 - Process Support.  The contractor shall support the business and management processes of the OSD including the preparation and completion of plans, reports, presentations, correspondence, and other documents to ensure accurate representation of OSD’s IT interests, goals, objectives, and strategies; coordinating and facilitating management activities conducted within OSD office spaces and at locations external to those spaces; supporting routine internal operations and business functions; coordinating, attending, and recording meetings; establishing and maintaining communications processes and media; tracking the status of activities and products; supporting implementation of information management methods; and coordinating with external offices as required.  Based on the support activities above, the contractor shall recommend business process reengineering improvements to increase OSD efficiency and effectiveness.  Deliverables include (as required):

· Concept papers, white papers, point papers, briefings, recommendations, etc.

· Meeting reports, trip reports

6.1.4  Task 4 - Program Element Oversight Support.  The contractor shall provide analyses and maintain requisite technical capabilities to support all phases of the Planning, Programming, and Budgeting System (PPBS) process.  This support includes assisting in the development of planning and programming guidance; in the assessment of Service, Agency and Intelligence Community Program Objective Memoranda (POM/IPOM) and annual budgets; in the development of program review and budget review issues; and in the preparation of the Congressional Justification Books (CJB).  Support also shall be provided as required for the Program Review Groups, Defense Resources Boards (DRB/EDRB), DoD and Office of Management and Budget budget hearings, and during the Congressional budget review process.  Deliverables include (as required):

6.1.5  Task 5 - Acquisition Process Support.  The contractor shall support the OSD in all phases of the DoD System Acquisition process from working level Integrated Product Teams (IPTs) through the Defense Acquisition Board (DAB) and Information Technology Acquisition Board (ITAB).  They will maintain the technical capability and expert process knowledge necessary to provide support over a broad range of IT acquisition management and program specific activities.  This will include cost analysis, tradeoff assessment, requirements analysis, programmatic and technical issue resolution, meeting facilitation and support, milestone decision support with its numerous technical and documentary requirements, and support to the development of acquisition and investment strategies.  The contractor shall review Defense Acquisition Executive Summaries (DAES) and Selected Acquisition Reports (SAR) and analyze the elements of those documents and other acquisition documents (such as: Analyses of Alternatives, Requirements Documents, Acquisition Program Baselines, Test and Evaluation Master Plans, Cost Analyses, Economic Analyses, C4I Support Plans, etc.) as necessary to ensure programs are executed within cost, schedule, and performance requirements. 6.1.6  Task 6 - Electromagnetic Spectrum Management Support.  The contractor shall support DoD participation in the national and international spectrum management processes by providing regulatory expertise, analysis, and technical support to enhance the effective achievement of the Department’s strategic military objectives and subsequent spectrum supportability requirements. This includes identifying and defining issues, formulating DoD technical, regulatory and process recommendations relative to these issues, and preparing all associated documentation required.  This support covers the entire span of spectrum management processes from internal DoD processes to domestic and international bilateral agreements, and preparatory work for the World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC) processes.  Deliverables include (as required):

6.1.7  Task 7 - Support to Future Systems, Concepts and Modernization.  The contractor shall support the development and implementation of C3, ISR, Space, Spectrum Management, Sensors and IT architectures, plans, systems, and infrastructures; transition of these architectures, plans, systems, and infrastructures into operational systems; and assessment and development of new technologies and investment and acquisition strategies to achieve future objective capabilities.  The contractor shall support OSD’s vision of a more integrated approach to multidisciplinary, end-to-end intelligence and information management.  This includes performing special assessments, reviews, and technical analyses of a wide range of programs and technologies to ascertain their potential benefits and possible impacts to existing and future capabilities; conducting modeling and simulation activities; developing and maintaining databases and analytical tools; and supporting experiments and demonstrations. The contractor shall advise the OSD of the feasibility of emerging technologies as well as provide recommendations for resolving identified issues and problems.  The contractor will provide quick reaction support for resolution of emerging problems and issues within C3, ISR, Space, Spectrum Management, Sensors and IT programs.  The contractor shall support the OSD as it addresses new mission areas such as critical infrastructure protection and information operations as part of the nation’s efforts to improve homeland security.  The contractor also shall support effective interface of C3, ISR, Space, Sensors and IT architectures with other DoD and Intelligence Community overarching and related architectures and relevant civil, commercial, and international plans, programs, and activities.  The contractor shall assess the impact of emerging threats to the DoD C3, ISR, Space, Sensors and IT systems and formulate plans to assure viability of the systems.  This will include assessing the impact of civil, commercial, and international activities.  Deliverables include (as required):

6.1.8  Task 8 - Support to Interagency and International Activities.  The contractor shall support the OSD in interagency and international activities to facilitate effective and efficient IT interaction with organizations and bodies external to the DoD.  Deliverables include (as required):

6.1.9  Task 9 - Licensing and Support. 6.1.9.1  Application Procurement and Installation.  Provide support services for all aspects of procuring and installing approved standard/common/ migration applications/systems/hardware/software. 6.1.9.2  Application Operations Support.  Provide systems operation support services to include technical and administrative support for standard/common/migration applications or systems.  Activities include application/system and network administration services, maintenance of documentation related to system and network operations, routine system problem identification and correction and Local Area Network (LAN) administration. 6.2  Initial Task Directing Work to be Performed Under this Task Order.  This subtask requires both a technical/management proposal response and a price proposal response.

6.2.1  Task 1 - Department of Defense (DoD) Distributed Common Ground/Surface Systems (DCGS) Roadmap Definition.  The following technical requirements support the definition and development activities necessary to define the DCGS roadmap for guidance, policy, investment and programmatic actions to achieve the DCGS “To Be” (2015 timeframe) Architecture objective, reflective of the DCGS Capstone Requirements Document (CRD) Objective Requirements.  Specific tasks will address needed actions to achieve the “To Be” Architecture and will include airborne, spaceborne, terrestrial, and maritime ISR systems, and their associated ground components and data links; ISR strategies, plans, assessments, architectures, infrastructures, and programs; and directorate business, management, and decision processes, to a level guided and directed by the DASD(C3ISR, Space & IT Programs) ISR Programs Directorate.

6.2.1.1  Task Plan.  The contractor shall prepare and maintain a subtask plan that identifies the activities, schedules, tasks, milestones, and resources documented in a work breakdown structure.  The contractor shall, in consultation with the Government, specifically identify the actions, systems and programs for inclusion in the effort during this plan development.

6.2.1.2  Roadmap Work Areas.  The contractor led team will perform a number of study tasks that provide the content of the investment roadmap.  Those study tasks include:

6.2.1.2.1  Identification of Shortfalls.  Identification of current DCGS shortfalls as measured against the Integrated ISR “To Be” Architecture, the JROC-approved DoD DCGS CRD objective capabilities, and the DoD DCGS 2015 architecture.

6.2.1.2.2  Development of Migration Alternatives.  Following the identification of shortfalls, the study effort shall pursue creation and characterization of migration alternatives to address the identified and documented shortfalls, with the objective of moving to the DoD DCGS 2015 or “To Be” architecture capabilities.

6.2.1.2.3  Analysis of Alternatives.  Following the development of candidate solutions for the identified and documented shortfalls, the study effort shall perform top-level analysis of alternatives to derive potential courses of action and decisions.

6.2.1.2.4  Creation of a Time-Phased Implementation Roadmap.  A  roadmap shall be developed which facilitates coordination of service Program Objectives Memorandum submissions and other changes resulting from a net-centric future; ties DCGS elements to the CRD and joint operational documents; synchronizes programming, training and testing to meet objective capabilities; identifies transformation enabling capabilities, defines required interface testing and identifies forums relevant to DCGS oversight.

6.2.1.3  Development of a Roadmap Oversight Process.  The study team shall develop a means for tracking the application of the roadmap guidance within the established OSD process.  The process shall address application of the roadmap to guidance, policy, program and resource activities in support of OASD(C3I) responsibilities.

6.2.1.4  Support to Other Activities. As the roadmap effort proceeds, there is an expectation that interim insights and conclusions may be found useful to ongoing OSD-level forums and decision processes.  This task is identified to support those forums.

6.2.1.5  Travel.  In executing this task, it is expected that significant local and long distance travel within and outside CONUS will be required.  The contractor shall allow $115,000 for these travel costs.

6.2.1.6.  Materials and Equipment.  In executing this subtask, the contractor shall allow $50,000 for purchasing materials and equipment.

6.2.2  Task 2 - Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) Support.  The contractor shall provide one person, full time, on site to provide technical and programmatic expertise and documentation support to the Office of the Secretary of Defense UAV Planning Task Force.  This position will support PTF efforts to assist the Services in the development of both short-range and long-range roadmaps for research, demonstration, experimentation, exercises, development, testing, acquisition and sustainment of UAV systems.  The contractor shall also provide liaison between OASD(C3I) and the PTF to represent OASD(C3I)’s UAV interests relative to PTF activities and issues.  Support shall include writing reports and technical justification papers, preparing briefing materials, performing technical assessments, drafting programmatic and budgetary documentation, preparing written and verbal responses to external inquires, facilitating General Accounting Office and Inspector General audits, and preparing public affairs releases.  The work included in this task shall be performed in accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 6.1.2 - Decision Support; 6.1.3 - Process Support; 6.1.4 - Program Element Oversight Support; 6.1.5 - Acquisition Process Support; 6.1.7 - Support to Future Systems, Concepts and Modernization; 6.1.8 - Support to Interagency and International Activities; and 6.1.9 - Licensing and Support of this SOW.

6.2.3  Task 3 - S3C3/DSC Support.  This task provides technical, management and administrative support for space, sensors, command, control and communications (C3) policy; electromagnetic spectrum management; Joint C4ISR Decision Support Center (DSC) functions and activities; and international affairs.  The Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Spectrum, Space, Sensors and C3 (DASD(S3C3)) is the principal staff element of the Office of the Secretary of Defense for networks and information integration policy relative to spectrum management, space, sensors and C3.  The DSC performs technical studies and analyses to support OSD and Joint Staff decision-making across a wide range of mission areas, systems, programs, technologies and concepts.  DASD(S3C3) and DSC matters span a complex matrix of enterprises, infrastructures, architectures, policies, programs, processes, systems and technologies which must be understood and effectively engaged in the dynamic national security environment.  For enhancing their expertise and productivity to achieve their objectives, the Office of the DASD(S3C3) and the DSC require contractor support in a variety of the task areas defined in Task Order 0016.  The work included in this task shall be performed in accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 6.1.2 - Decision Support; 6.1.3 - Process Support; 6.1.6 - Electromagnetic Spectrum Management Support; 6.1.7 - Support to Future Systems, Concepts and Modernization; 6.1.8 - Support to Interagency and International Activities; and 6.1.9 - Licensing and Support.

6.2.3.1  Space Policy Support.  The contractor shall support DoD space policy activities, processes and decision-making, including future systems, concepts and modernization, and interagency and international activities.  Emphasis shall be placed on supporting commercial remote sensing policy, licensing and security matters, and the development and implementation of national space policy, including the National Security Presidential Directive efforts for remote sensing, space transportation, space control, and positioning, navigation and timing.  Support shall include analysis of issues; coordination of license requests, amendments, and foreign agreements for commercial remote sensing space systems; participation in the Defense Remote Sensing Working Group; attending conferences and other information sharing forums; and development of Data Protection Plans for space systems.  Limited travel within CONUS and outside CONUS will be required.  Products of this support will include issue papers, technical reports, briefings, and meeting and trip summaries.

6.2.3.2  Spectrum Management Support.  The contractor shall support DoD electromagnetic spectrum management activities per paragraph 6.1.6.  This support shall consist of expert assistance to DoD spectrum management activities for issue review and analysis; preparation for and participation in regulatory meetings; spectrum usage analysis and strategic planning; spectrum management activity analysis and prioritization; evaluation/assessment of policies, regulatory proposals,  DoD directives and activities of the Presidential Task Force on spectrum reform; review of WRC results and recommendations for courses of action; spectrum supportability compliance analysis; and DoD directives revision support.
