2.  Task Order Title.  Defense Enterprise Computing Center Detachment (DECC Det) Chambersburg Mid-tier and Small System Integration, Network and Operations Support

3.  Background.  The DECC Det Chambersburg has had the technical, engineering, operations and training support required under a DEIS II task order.  The services/support identified in this SOW are currently being provided under Task Order 0145 of the DEIS II Contract DCA100-96-D-0048.  The DEIS II TO was initially put in place 1 Sep 2000.

4.  Objectives.  DECC Det. Chambersburg requires information system services support for the growing mid-tier environment.  Specifically, there is a critical need for system engineering and integration support in order to initially install new systems and maintain current systems.  DECC Det Chambersburg requires three (3) contractor personnel (3 FTE) who can implement solutions and assist in training our current personnel on the operational aspects of new systems.  The objective is two-fold; first to have a cadre of technical experts that will analyze, design and implement complex solutions to customer requirements and, secondly, for personnel to augment the existing staff on systems currently being maintained in the small system, mid-tier and networking environments.  The scope of this task order addresses the Information System Services that must be preformed so that DECC Det Chambersburg can maintain and enhance its mid-tier and small systems workload.  The initiative will provide technical, engineering and training support to DECC Det. Chambersburg for the continued growth of new business and support of existing customers.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines (e.g. Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), Technical Architecture Framework for Information Management (TAFIM), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN), Shared Data Environment (SHADE), etc.).

6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Integration Program Development and Management.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Integration Management Support.  This entails support for DECC Det. Chambersburg’s growing service systems.  This includes management reviews to identify integration issues and problems such as requirement definition, architecture and policy compliance and engineering guideline compliance.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Cross-Functional Integration Support.  This entails identifying cross-functional applications and technical issues from selected symbiotic functional areas and documenting the opportunities for resolving the issues.  This includes recommending opportunities for resolving issues in requirements, data, applications and infrastructure elements.  Also included are planning, analyzing and reporting programmatic impacts on the issues such as costs, return on investment, schedule dependencies and recommending functional and technical solutions.

6.3  Task 3 - Integration Strategies.  This involves identifying the interim and target architectures, both functional and technical deployment of existing and potential customers for DECC Det. Analyze the current support requirements and capabilities in relation to existing functions, operations, technology and technical trends. Using the resultant information, develop strategies for the migration of support from a current base to an integrated functional and technical structure that meets guidelines.

10.  Security.  SECRET.  The following specific requirements must be met relating to physical security, personnel security and information security:

b.  Contractor employees shall be the subject of a favorably completed Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) conducted by the DIS for the purpose of performing Automated Data Processing duties at sensitivity level one (ADP-I).  Additionally, they shall be granted access to classified information at the SECRET level.  Verification of completed investigations and security clearances for employees assigned to the project shall be provided to the TM prior to the commencement of work.  Security clearance verification will be revalidated on an annual basis.


c.  Pending completion of a SSBI, contractor employees may be granted a waiver to perform duties designated as ADP-I.  The investigative waiver authority for ADP sensitive positions is the Chief, Security and Certification Department (ISBE) at Headquarters, DISA.  Following are the requirements which must be met prior to granting of and ADP-1 waiver:

· The request for SSBI must be submitted to DIS by the contractor’s designated Facility Security Officer (FSO).

· A copy of the completed forms used to request the investigation (SF 86 and DD 1879) must be forwarded to the DECC Det.Chambersburg Security Manager (SM).  The SM will forward the forms along with a written request for investigative waiver to ISBE.

· The National Agency Check (NAC) portion of the SSBI or a previous valid NACI/DNACI/NAC or ENTNAC must be completed and favorably adjudicated.  Advance notice of NAC results should be requested on the DD Form 1879, for those contractor employees without a previous investigation.


d.  The contractor shall handle and safeguard any UNCLASSIFIED but sensitive and classified information in accordance with appropriate DoD security regulations.  Any security violation will be reported immediately to the DECC Det Chambersburg Security Manager or Information Systems Security Officers.


e.  The contractor shall adhere to DECC Det Chambersburg security plans and Standard Operation Procedures (SOPs).


f.  Contractor employees shall protect personally assigned information system passwords, ensuring the passwords are not divulged to any other person.


g.  Contractor employees shall appropriately display security identification badges while performing work within DECC Det Chambersburg facilities.  These badges are issued by the Letterkenny Army Depot Security Directorate based upon authorization of the DECC Det Chambersburg Security Manager and shall be returned upon completion of the project.


h.  Key cards issued to contractor employees for access to DECC Det Chambersburg facilities shall be safeguarded from loss, destruction, or unauthorized use.  Key cards shall be returned to the DECC Det Chambersburg Security Manager upon termination of the project.  Loss of a key card shall be reported immediately to the DECC Det Chambersburg Security Manager.
11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  Security badges will be issued for entrance to the facilities at DECC Det Chambersburg.  Parking is available.
