Joint Combat Camera Secure Imagery, Storage, Processing, and Editing Server/Workstation System for SATCOM Transmission System
1.0  General.  This SOO outlines the necessary effort by the contractor to deliver an imagery storage, processing, and editing server/workstation to support a SATCOM transmission system for Joint Combat Camera operations in Iraq.  Procurement is via existing VIMS contract with TranTech, Inc.  Contracting POC is , 

2.0  Delivery Date/Place of Performance.  Delivery of all systems shall be completed in a maximum of 30 days or less from the date of sub-task order award, but 20 days or less is preferred.  The contractor will deliver completed imagery ingestion workstation to the designated Joint Combat Camera Imagery Transmission Satellite System contractor (a subcontractor of VSE Corporation) for integration into the satellite imagery transmission system hub/earth station.  The contractor will deliver the VIMS Lite server/workstation to the Joint Combat Camera Center, Pentagon.  The contractor will conduct installation and testing of the VIMS Lite server/workstation in the Pentagon.

3.0  Requirements.
3.1  System Overview.  The Joint Combat Camera Secure Imagery, Storage, Processing, and Editing Server/Workstation System for SATCOM Transmission System is a satellite communications system based on commercially available hardware that allows satellite bandwidth to be shared among a set of deployed Combat Camera teams.  The system will allow broadcast quality video clips and still imagery to be backhauled from forward locations to a hub site for editing and further dissemination.  Specific requirements are outlined below.

3.2  Required Capabilities and Deliverables.  The contractor shall produce, deliver, and maintain a VIMS Lite server/ workstation and an imagery ingestion workstation in accordance with the specified requirements:

· Provide a robust tape backup system capable of not less than 150GB storage per tape.

· Provide all necessary software to include Adobe Designer Suite, Avid Xpress DV, Artesia TE@MS Server, Oracle 9i, etc.

· UPS (uninterruptible power supply) capable of powering entire system for a minimum of 10 minutes.

· Network switch compatible with SIPRNET standards.

· Rack mounted monitor and keyboard.

· Entire system must be rack mountable in a standard 19-inch rack system.

· Installation cost to be included.

3.2.2  Imagery Ingestion Workstation (to be forward deployed with SATCOM Hub).  System shall:

· Be capable of still and video imagery ingestion, storage, and editing.

· Be capable of receiving and sending imagery via FTP.

· Be capable of handling all DoD standard imagery formats such as JPEG still images, MPEG-1 and MPEG-2 video files, etc.

· Provide full video output capabilities in both analog and digital formats.

· Provide output via DVD/CD writer.

· Provide a minimum of 1.2TB internal storage.

· Provide all necessary software to include Adobe Designer Suite, Avid Xpress DV, etc.

· UPS (uninterruptible power supply) capable of powering entire system for a minimum of 10 minutes.

· Be compatible with SIPRNET standards, and configured for immediate connection to the SIPRNET.

· Rack mounted monitor and keyboard.

· Entire system must be rack mounted in a lockable, rugged, portable shipping case utilizing a standard 19-inch rack system (Anvil case).  Case must have carry handles on at least two sides.

· Be delivered to the designated Joint Combat Camera Imagery Transmission Satellite System contractor (a subcontractor of VSE Corporation) for integration into the overall SATCOM system.
