2.  Task Order Title.  Network Services Transmission Support

3.  Background.  The Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) provides telecommunications services and operational capabilities for the Department of Defense (DoD) services and agencies.  DISN Transport Services provide the infrastructure and bandwidth necessary to ensure DISN services can be quickly and easily extended to warfighters in all areas of the globe.  DISA engineering and management support enables DISA to maintain and provide upgrades to legacy transmission systems and bundle, optimize and transition to new systems as technologies improve and expand.  New technologies include upgrades to the DISN backbone and new switches, routers and other transmission and termination equipment.

4.  Objectives.  This task order provides support to the DISN Transport programs to include circuit bundling of DISN services, Global Information Grid (GIG) Bandwidth Expansion and other engineering and integration activities.  This support will involve optimization and expansion planning, site engineering, site coordination, site surveys, site planning, provisioning, site preparation, transition and test planning, reporting and other management activities.  The objective of this project is to transition circuits from legacy equipment to an optical fiber network and provide DISN users access to a world-wide, seamless, high-speed, reliable and digital communications backbone with increased bandwidth capabilities across the DoD infrastructure.

5.  Scope.  The scope of this task order falls under the following Encore task areas:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Strategy Development.  The contractor shall develop an overall strategy for the implementation of required services.  A Strategic Plan shall be developed that will include project requirements, policy, project organization, goals and objectives with associated timelines, schedules and a plan of action and milestones.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Integration Management.  The contractor shall develop a Transition/Implementation Management Plan that will provide guidance on the integration and management of the entire project.  The plan shall include detailed checklists, implementation guidance, site data and timelines for the accomplishment of specific transition activities.  The management plan shall integrate all Government and contractor activities in a focused plan that is tailored to meet the program objectives.

6.1.3  Subtask 3 - Site Coordination.  The contractor shall develop a site coordination plan that will provide information on how the Government will provide information and guidance to sites receiving upgraded or new services under the provisions of the management plan.  The contractor shall develop, coordinate, review and approve the program and site specific transition plans and processes, including validation of site circuit lists, the review of site engineering requirements and plans for telecommunications service orders, equipment staging, site preparation, service implementation and systems testing and acceptance.  The contractor shall coordinate and conduct liaison with service and agency managers, site personnel and service providers on all matters relating to transition and identify, install and configure on-site equipment.  The contractor shall develop and implement an integration equipment installation tracking process.  This process will allow the Government to track the purchase, shipping, receipt and installation of all integration and related equipment.  The contractor shall monitor and track all equipment ordered, delivered and installed for the duration of the transition.
6.1.4  Subtask 4 - Scheduling.  A Master Schedule shall be developed and all tasks shall be tracked to determine the progress of the effort and estimate to completion.

6.2  Task 2 - Integrated Solutions Management.
6.2.1  Subtask 1 - Site Engineering.  The contractor shall provide lead site engineers responsible for coordinating and directing engineering efforts for each transitioning site.  The engineering efforts shall include the site survey, engineering and installation designs, cutover plans and acceptance criteria.  The lead site engineer will work directly with the site manager to finalize design and cutover plans for the site. The lead site engineer will supervise the actions of the site survey team and site installation team in the performance of the site survey, installation of equipment and testing of the installed equipment.

6.2.2  Subtask 2 - Documentation.  The contractor will be responsible for the development of all site diagrams, documentation, the site survey, test plans, as-built drawings and status reports for each site.

6.2.3  Subtask 3 - Telecommunications Site Implementation Plan (TSIP).  TSIPs shall be developed for DISA selected locations serving as network nodes.  TSIPs consist of the basic plan outlining the program’s purpose, objectives, program management structure, site survey information, system configuration, roles and responsibilities, coordination actions, installation actions and escalation procedures plus the following annexes.

6.2.4  Subtask 4 - Cutover Planning and Execution.  The Cutover Plan shall indicate the process and procedures for implementing the cutover.  It will include types of cutovers, typical site equipment arrangements and cutover locations, and escalation procedures to be followed in the event of a problem during the actual cutover.
