2.  Task Order Title.  Technical and Project Management Support to Network Centric Enterprise Services (NCES)
3.  Background.  A new program called NCES has been proposed to provide Department of Defense (DoD) components with cutting-edge web-based networked applications to bridge real-time and near real-time Communities of Interests (COI), enabling ubiquitous access to reliable decision-quality information.  NCES enables the end user to execute an intelligent pull of mission-tailored information from anywhere within the network environment with minimal latency, thus ensuring timeliness and relevancy of data.  This task was brought to the Encore vehicle by an industry partner.  The Joint Requirements Oversight Council (JROC) Global Information Grid (GIG) Capstone Requirements Document (CRD) establishes the need to provide a common set of information capabilities for the GIG.  The November 7, 2002 C3ISR, Space and IT OIPT reviewed plans to establish a NCES program and determined that the NCES project is ready to enter the acquisition process at Milestone A and is authorized entry into Concept & Technology Development Phase; required to complete Pre-Milestone B activities.  The Acquisition Category (ACAT) will be ACAT 1AM.  AF/XIC has requested HQ Air Force Communications Agency (AFCA) support in the DoD working groups that will define the various enterprise level network services for the DoD and their impacts to the Air Force mission and network structure.

4.  Objectives.  This TO is designed to provide engineering, programmatic, business process reengineering, testing, training, web development, functional, prototyping, and, information assurance support for AFCA.  The initial task will provide support to AFCA NCES working groups as they define Net-Centric services for the DoD, examine how the NCES program may impact Air Force Net-Centric requirements and identify how AFCA may mitigate those impacts in the best interests of the DoD and the Air Force including defining, collecting, and documenting requirements supporting the future development requirements for DoD Net-Centric Services.

5.  Scope.  The Government requires engineering, functional, programmatic, business process reengineering, testing, training, web development, prototyping, functional, and information assurance support.  Work performed by the contractor under the first task is intended to support the AFCA’s, Information Transfer Services Division (GCO) by performing a broad range of Information Technology technical, development, sustainment, and management functions in support of the NCES program.  The work for this task will fall into one or more of the following TO areas of the Encore SOW:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 4 - Business Process Reengineering
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 6 - Market Research and Prototyping
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
· Task Area 8 - Custom Application Development
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.  Implementation of individual tasks will be based on Government direction and associated funding. The tasks below are the initial tasks to be performed under this TO and other tasks may be provided as further efforts are identified and funded.

6.1  Task 1 - Research and Draft Documents.  The contractor shall conduct research of technical and programmatic areas relating to/and for the creation of documents required in support of the NCES Program to include but not limited to defining the messaging services for the DoD as required by the Government.

Deliverables:
· Various documents as defined by the Government and within the scope of the SOW.  Format, content, and delivery date will be defined by the customer at the start of each identified document to be delivered.

· Monthly progress, status, and management reports.  These reports shall be provided not later than (NLT) the 10th workday of the month following the reported month to the AFCA/GCO project manager/TM.

6.2  Task 2 - Technical and Programmatic Meetings.  The contractor shall, as directed by the Government TMs, attend technical and programmatic meetings to support or represent the Government on issues related to Air Force interaction with the NCES program’s definition and implementation.

Deliverables.
· Minutes/trip reports detailing all discussions along with evaluation of issues discussed pertaining to these programs shall be delivered within 10 working days of each meeting.

· Monthly progress, status, and management reports.  These reports shall be provided NLT the 10th workday of the month following the reported month to the AFCA/GCO project manager/TM.

6.3  Task 3 - Document Review.  The contractor shall review technical and programmatic documents for and in relation to the NCES, as required.

Deliverables:
· Comments and recommendations as applicable

· Monthly progress, status, and management reports.  These reports shall be provided NLT the 10th workday of the month following the reported month to the AFCA/GCO project manager/TM.

6.4  Task 4.  The contractor shall provide expertise in the acquisition disciplines required to complete the statutory and regulatory products identified within DoDI 5000.2.  The contractor will provide substantive input and may provide documentation preparation, coordination, and control services for the following list of documents identified below.  The predominant portion of the work will be completed by Milestone B (currently scheduled for March 2004), after that time the work continues but at a reduced level.

6.4.1  Inititial Capabilities Document (ICD).  Prepared by the user to articulate a capability gap that requires a materiel solution.  The ICD identifies the capability gap in terms of a particular functional area, describes the evaluation of different materiel approaches, and proposes a recommended materiel approach to be pursued.  The ICD supports the Analysis of Alternatives (AoA), the Technology Development Strategy, and the Milestone A decision.  The ICD is prepared and staffed in accordance with the CJCSI 3170.01.

6.4.2  Analysis of Alternatives (AOA).  The AoA shall broadly examine multiple elements of a project or program alternatives being considered to satisfy a mission need including technical risk and maturity, and costs.  The analysis shall be quantitative and show the sensitivity of each alternative to possible changes in key assumptions or variables.

6.4.3  Capability Development Document (CDD).  A CDD (previously referred to as an ORD) is prepared by the user and builds upon the ICD to identify operational performance parameters necessary to design an affordable and militarily useful increment of capability.  In addition to identifying performance parameters for the current increment (including key performance parameters (KPPs)), the CDD will outline the overall strategy to develop the full or complete capability through future increments.  The CDD supports the Milestone B decision.

6.4.4  Capability Production Document (CPD).  The CPD is prepared by the user, and refined from the CDD, to identify production attributes specific to a single increment of capability.  The CPD supports the Milestone C decision.

6.4.5  System Threat Assessment.  Describes the threat to be countered and the projected threat environment. The threat information must be validated by the Defense Intelligence Agency for programs reviewed by the Defense Acquisition Board (DAB).

6.4.6  Technology Development Strategy (TDS).  A document developed during the Concept Refinement phase to support the Milestone A decision.  The TDS outlines the plan for conducting the Technology Development phase, to include:  rationale for adopting an evolutionary or single-step-to-full-capability strategy; description of how the program will be divided into technology spirals and development increments; cost, schedule and performance goals for the total R&D program; and specific goals and test plans for the first technology spiral.

6.4.7  Independent Technical Assessment (ITA).  An Independent Technical Assessment identifies the maturity and potential of technologies for military operational capability.

Deliverables:
· Monthly Status Report.  Monthly progress, status and management reports.  These reports shall be provided NLT the 10th work day of the month following the reported month to the project manager.

· Minutes/Trip Report.  As applicable.

· Acquisition Documents.  The deliverables will include substantive content supporting the completion of the following documents; Analysis of Alternatives, Initial Capabilities Document, Capability Development Document, System Threat Assessment, Technology Development Strategy, Independent Technical Assessment.

7.  Place of Performance.  Work will be performed at the contractor and Government site.  For those personnel required to work at the Government site, the Government will provide the necessary space, telephone connectivity (local, long distance, DSN), e-mail capability, network access (as required), and hardware/software for them to perform work required for task completion.  Contractor personnel shall comply with Government regulations relating to the use of Government equipment and directives regarding building access and protection of Government resources.  The Government will provide access to personnel and information required for the completion of the tasks identified.
