2.  Task Order Title.  Systems Support Office (SSO) Montgomery Unisys Technical Support Team

3.  Background.  The SSO Montgomery serves as the primary executive software support agency for U.S. Air Force, U.S. Army, and U.S. Navy data processing facilities using Unisys based platforms and software.  SSO Montgomery provides planning, budgeting, development, acquisition, implementation, testing, technical direction and computer engineering support to the Defense Enterprise Computing Centers (DECCs) and their detachments (Dets) using Unisys hardware and software, as well as an assortment of Unix and NT based and other mid-tier applications.  SSO Montgomery provides on site systems engineering and consulting services to develop and implement automated data systems that comply with approved architectural standards and guidelines. This contract is to provide executive software support for the continued maintenance and migration of applications currently operating in the Unisys computing environment.

4.  Objectives.  Provide Unisys technical support in the areas of print, communications, database and web-enabled support for SSO Montgomery and the DECCs to maintain and continuously enhance the Unisys computer/information system environment and help to define and migrate to DISA’s Stand Operating Environment (SOE) or Unisys.
5.  Scope.  The primary scope of this task is technical support services of communications, distributed print, database and web-enabled support (design and maintenance) of maintenance, supply, financial, health care systems, and other applications for the Unisys ClearPath IX systems supported by the DISA SSO Montgomery.  The scope of this SOW encompasses all aspects of technical support.  This includes systems hardware and software management, systems analysis, and program implementation and installation.  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

6.  Specific Tasks.  The contractor shall perform the following tasks:
