2.  Task Order Title.  Systems Support Office (SSO) Montgomery Unisys Technical Support Team

3.  Background.  The SSO Montgomery serves as the primary executive software support agency for U.S. Air Force, U.S. Army, and U.S. Navy data processing facilities using Unisys based platforms and software.  SSO Montgomery provides planning, budgeting, development, acquisition, implementation, testing, technical direction and computer engineering support to the Defense Enterprise Computing Centers (DECCs) and their detachments (Dets) using Unisys hardware and software, as well as an assortment of Unix and NT based and other mid-tier applications.
