2.  Task Order Title.  Business Process Analysis and Standard Operating Environment Technical Support, Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Computing Services - Denver

3.  Background.  DISA Computing Services-Denver manages or participates with the implementation of automated Information Systems (IS) and other designated programs for the Principal Director, Computing Services. DISA Computing Services is comprised of a large network of information processing and data transfer resources.  These resources support the command, control, and business information systems/application processing and information communication requirements of DoD component organizations, including the individual military services.

4.  Objectives.  The intent of this statement of work is to acquire a firm, fixed-price task order for services to apply process improvement methodologies and principles; recommend policies, procedures and strategies to the DISA Computing Services-Denver in support of specific functional areas (Enterprise Software, Facilities Management, Capacity Management, Local Office Information Systems, Enterprise Storage, and Physical Security).  Responsible for effective transitioning of existing project teams and the facilitation of project teams (led by DISA CS Denver) in the accomplishment of project activities and objectives. Key coordinator between multiple project teams to ensure the mission and interests of DISA Computing Services-Denver and enterprise-wide integration of reengineering efforts are met.  To develop and coordinate standardization plans, including migration to the Standard Operating Environment (SOE), for MVS, Unisys and server software.  Represent or participate with DISA Computing Services-Denver, in associated forums such as the SOE Technical Working Groups, Executive Software Configuration Management System (ESCMS) conferences and Executive Software application development team. 5.  Scope.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines (e.g. DII Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), Technical Architecture Framework for Information Management (TAFIM), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN), Shared Data Environment (SHADE), etc.). 10.  Security.  The work performed under this task order is UNCLASSIFIED.

10.1  Data security is handled by software.  DISA supports the DoD position that security of data must be protected per the National Security certification at the C2 level as defined in DoD 5200.28-STD and the DoD Trusted Computer System Evaluation Criteria.  The data is protected and controlled for all types of storage media at the C2 level, as a minimum, using RACF, CA-ACF2 or CA-TOP SECRET software packages on the IBM-compatible mainframe systems.

10.2  DISA operates with classified and controlled unclassified information which, when combined with other information, if compromised may cause harm to the Government.  This data is protected by the security features of the software which requires log-on/log-off and passwords to authenticate users of the system.  DISA also employs physical security measures to protect the data as described below.

10.3  All DISA operating facilities are housed in secure areas protected by guards and alarm systems.  Perimeters are patrolled by a security force (i.e. contracted or military).  Buildings and offices are secured with approved locking devices and cipher locks are used to control access to the computer room(s).  Visitors are controlled by sign-in logs and both employees and visitors must wear identification badges.  Contractor personnel must comply with local security requirements for entry and exit control for personnel and property at the Government facility.

10.4  This contract provides personnel involved in maintenance of systems with a relatively high risk for causing damage to Government systems.  All personnel performing services under this contract are designated IT Sensitivity Level II (IT-II), and will have a favorably completed National Agency Check (NAC), or an Interim IT-II prior to performance.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).   The Government will provide working space at DISA Offices in Greenwood Village, CO and other DISA sites as required for contractor personnel comparable to that provided to Government personnel.  The Government will provide the contractor access to computer resources, including personal computer, printers, MS Office suite, MS Project, email and other requisite software; and office space, voice mail and telephone as required to complete the assigned tasks.  The Government will provide the contractor copies of, or access to, required documents, directives, publications and documentation pertaining to the assignments supported by this task order. The Government will provide the contractor access to all facilities required for the contractor to perform in accordance with this task order. The contractor shall be subject to all military and access rules and regulations while working on a Government installation. The Government will provide necessary, available and reasonable access to personnel. All contacts with Government and other contractor personnel shall be coordinated through the PMO.

12.  Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations.

a.  Identification of Possible Follow-on Work.  None identified at this time.
