2.  Task Order Title.  Modeling, Simulation and Analysis Support

3.  Background.  This task supports the Navy Assessment Program research and evaluation of all Department of the Navy (DoN) warfighting, crisis response and support capabilities and vulnerabilities in order to develop the analyses (CNO Investment Strategy (IS), Mission Capability Packages (MCP), Joint Warfighting Capability Assessment (JWCA), and Quadrennial Defense review (QDR)) that will provide the Navy’s top leadership with ‘honest broker’ assessments required to ensure the Navy will have the ability to execute its role as defined by the National Military Strategy.  The OPNAV Assessments Division (N81) provides independent analyses and investment strategy recommendations in support of DoN programmatic decisions.  The Campaign Analysis and Modeling Branch (N816) conducts campaign analysis, modeling and simulation studies, and research and evaluation of all DoN warfighting and support capabilities including assessment of current capabilities and Combatant Commanders operational plans.  Northrop Grumman IT currently provides support to this division.  This task requires access to Planning, Programming, and Budgeting System (PPBS) data which is not to be disclosed outside of the Department of Defense (DoD) and other governmental agencies directly involved in the defense planning and resource allocation process.  Disclosure of PPBS information to Congress and the General Accounting Office (GAO) is covered by statute or other procedures.

4.  Objectives.  The contractor will research, evaluate and provide technical and analytic support for: 1) joint campaign analysis, 2) special studies and analyses including current Operational Commanders assessment of forces and CONOPS, 3) campaign development including approaches and tools, 4) Campaign Analysis Integrated Process Team, and 5) other meetings, briefings and training sessions as directed by N816.

5.  Scope.  Performance under this task order will support the entire range of activities undertaken to satisfy the organization's responsibilities for Modeling, Simulation, and Analysis of all DoN warfighting, crisis response, and support capabilities and vulnerabilities.  This includes providing IT solutions relating to technical, analytic, architectural, managerial, and process support functions.  Due to the dynamic nature of the support requirements of N81, influenced by factors ranging from internal changes to world events, specific taskings under this SOW will be defined in individual, detailed subtasks issued over the period of performance.  Applicable contract task areas are:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 4 - Business Process Reengineering
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
· Task Area 8 - Custom Application Development
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.  The Government will generate subtasks under this task order as each specific support requirement is identified and funding becomes available to address it.  Tasks 1 through 5 require both a technical/management proposal response and a price proposal response.  Tasks 6 through 8 require a technical/management proposal response, but no price proposal.

6.1  Task 1 - Joint Campaign Analysis.
· Subtask 1 - Research and develop DPG-based joint campaign scenarios and tactical situations.

· Subtask 2 - Research and develop analysis issues to include WMD, FORCEnet, C4ISR, SOF and other issues integral to the campaign.

· Subtask 3 - Research and develop “blue,” “red” and “green” force CONOPs.

· Subtask 4 - Research and develop campaign analysis assumptions and timelines.

· Subtask 5 - Research and develop force effectiveness measures and other capability characterization metrics (MOPs/MOEs).

· Subtask 6 - Assist in data collection and management activities.

· Subtask 7 - Conduct post-analysis of the campaign baseline and provide reports.

6.2  Task 2 - Current Operational Commanders Assessment of Campaigns and Forces.  Provide analytic support for capability-based analyses that assess the contribution of Naval systems and systems-of-systems to Joint warfighting capabilities, illuminate risk to Naval forces and inform the CNO’s investment strategy decisions.  Assess current operational forces employed by the Combatant Commander and develop comparative analysis for future forces.

6.3  Task 3 - Campaign Analysis including Approaches and Tools.  Research and evaluate current and future campaign analysis and M&S approaches and tools.  Evaluating specific modeling tools will require specialized training provided by N816.

6.4  Task 4 - Campaign Analysis Integrated Process Team (CAIPT).  Support the Campaign Analysis Branch in planning, preparing and conducting CAIPT.

6.5  Task 5 - Other Meetings, Briefings and Training Sessions as Directed by N816.  Support the Campaign Analysis Branch by planning, preparing, conducting and attending meetings (e.g. 2 and 3-Star Board of Director meetings), briefings and training sessions as directed in support of tasks 1 through 4.

6.6  Task 6 - Licensing and Support.  In support of Tasks 6.1 through 6.5 above, the contractor may be required to acquire and operationally support hardware and software products required to satisfy performance of those tasks.  Activities under this task may include, but are not limited to the following:

6.6.1  Subtask 1 - Application Procurement and Installation.  Provide support services for all aspects of procuring and installing approved standard/common/ migration applications/systems/hardware/software.  Applications may be required to be integrated with existing infrastructure or built with new infrastructure.

6.6.2  Application Operations Support.  Provide systems operation support services to include technical and administrative support for standard/common/migration applications or systems.  Activities include application/system and network administration services, maintenance of documentation related to system and network operations, routine system problem identification and correction and Local Area Network (LAN) administration.  Deliverables (as required):

· Hardware and Software Products

· Hardware and Software Licenses

· Hardware and Software Maintenance Agreements

6.7  Task 7 - Cost Analysis.  The contractor may be required to provide technical and analytic inputs involving 1) cost data for new and emerging platforms; 2) aviation force structure issues (to include USN/ USMC integration, modernization, new procurement, required force levels and mix); and 3) Project future cost of various platform and new weapon system mixes.  Cost analysis products may be required to be delivered for each milestone in the POM process.

6.8  Task 8 - Knowledge Management System Development.
· Subtask 1 - Review and update electronic files and documents stored on network drives.

· Subtask 2 - Delete or archive out of date or superceded material.

· Subtask 3 - Restructure and maintain the network drive in order to easily locate electronic references and documents.

· Subtask 4 - Research and provide recommendations on how to develop a state-of-the-art Knowledge Management System for Campaign Analysis electronic material.

6.9  Task 9 - Campaign Analysis Website Maintenance.  Maintain Campaign Analysis classified and unclassified distribution lists, and maintain classified “Quick Place” Campaign Analysis website.

6.10  Task 10 - Joint Campaign Analysis Data Collection.  Assist in data collection and management activities for Naval, Joint and Coalition systems.  Data collection activities will include validation of system and system of systems performance and characteristics.  Assist in the updating and dissemination of Naval forces, unit and equipment data.

6.11  Task 11 - Assessments of Campaigns and Forces.  Develop briefing materials and provide analytic support for capability-based analyses that assess the contribution of Naval systems and systems-of-systems to Joint warfighting capabilities, illuminate risk to Naval forces and inform the CNO’s investment strategy decisions.

6.12  Task 12 - Other Analytical Support. Subtask 1 - Problem Definition.  Research problem domain for Sea Power 21 distributed networked sensor grid against a future MCO-2 scenario and identify key investment decisions and parameters affecting ISR collection plans to support deployed Naval forces.

Subtask 2 - Data Development.

· Identify data requirements for ISR asset matrix.  Navy is to provide data to support the optimization model, including sensor coverage, mix, revisit frequency, station time, and ground station processing performance for multi-INT sensors of interest.

· Identify potential data shortfalls.  Data shortfalls will be either filled with data provided by the Navy or the model will be adjusted to eliminate the aspects requiring the information.

· Provide interim and final report listing input data and assumptions used to support analysis.  Final report should include output data with analysis.  Analysis of results will be used to support future Naval Simulation System modeling runs.

Subtask 3 - Model Formulation.  Create and code an optimization model using GAMS/CPLEX.  Identify a minimum cost mix of ISR sensors and platforms to support the collection requirements for the MCO-2 scenario.

7.  Place of Performance.  Work will be performed at the contractor’s site, at the Government offices of N81 (office area and IT equipment provided by N81) or at other locations as specified by the Government.  Periodic meetings and daily coordination and discussions may be conducted at contractor or Government facilities.  Travel within and outside CONUS may be required.  Actual expenses limited by the Federal Travel Regulations (FTR) and must be pre-approved by the TM.

8.  Period of Performance.  This task order covers a base period and five one-year option periods.

8.1  Base Period.  274 calendar days (1 Jan 2004 - 30 Sep 2004).
