2.  Task Order Title.  Visual Information Environment Work Space (VIEWS)

3.  Background.  This task is brought to the Encore program by an industry partner.  Efforts to establish near real-time access to NGA data for military, civilian, law enforcement, allies, and intelligence organizations have had mixed results.  Near real-time access is impacted by the volume of available data and our current systems ability to exploit that data in a timely manner.  Each customer has time-sensitive requirements but routinely has to be trained on what information is available and how it can be efficiently located.  Today, the vast array of databases must each be individually searched for content relevant to the specific mission and area of interest of that customer.  Each data point that is accessed has a different refresh requirement and may change minutes after the customer has accessed it.  The bandwidth available to customers to access this data with the current systems is routinely insufficient to provide reasonable system response. A different approach is required to help resolve these NGA customer issues.

4.  Objectives.  A need exists for a modular, multi-dimensional visualization prototype, that is optimized to retrieve and present NGA and NGA-accessible data in a manner and on timelines consistent with customer needs through the use of interactive user interface templates that support a full range of user needs. This basic capability must:

· Be web enabled

· Be fully compatible with all specified data formats and systems

· Be able to perform both routine and complex tasks in support of deep intelligence analysis and customer operations (e.g. combat, GWOT, situational awareness, etc.)

· Be database neutral to provide access to multiple databases and sources with “my-NGA - minimal-click” operation

· Be content and resolution-sensitive to the customer-identified mission that is being conducted in that instance of system usage

· Detect or allow easy identification of the subject area to be included in the data search and display

· Be information sensitive providing the data in its current state and automatically refreshing that data as pre-determined in the system or as desired by the customer

· Contain a user interface that provides simple mission context display of analyzed information and raw data tailored to meet the user-requested VIEW. The system must have tools to allow examination of the data’s history and routinely interrogate the data sources for related information and reliability

· Operate on organic and/or special communications links, regardless of echelon or level, providing bandwidth efficient access to products and rapid response to operator actions

· Be operating system neutral

The resulting capability will ensure the operator/analyst can quickly and intuitively leverage large quantities of intelligence and other information supporting in-depth intelligence analysis, time critical planning, command and control, situational awareness, course of action analysis, mission execution and force protection.  The integrated solution and its resulting architecture will undergo standards and security accreditation certification and testing in support of NGA or designated exercises and operations.  The security operating level will be specified by the Government.

5.  Scope.  Work performed by the contractor under this task order is intended to support a broad range of technical, engineering, prototyping, development, sustainment and management functions related to rapid prototyping, development, integration , testing, evolution, and initial deployment of new technologies for the VIEWS program.
