2.  Task Order Title.  TSIO-E Program Management Support (PMS)

3.  Background.  The Theater Systems Integration Office - Europe (TSIO-E) provides IT planning and implementation support for the United States Army Security Assistance Command (USASAC), U.S. Army Communications Electronics Command (CECOM), Security Assistance Management Directorate (SAMD), HQ U.S. European Command (USEUCOM), U.S. Central Command (USCENTCOM), 5th Signal Command, Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) and other agencies.

3.1  TSIO Program Office.  TSIO-E supports major U.S. command IT initiatives throughout the USEUCOM and USCENTOM areas of operations.  TSIO-E is also the Program Office which supports FMS cases in Eastern Europe and Partnership for Peace (PfP) countries and supports IT initiatives that enhance those countries seeking NATO invitations with NATO’s IT standards.  This initiative is also directed to those countries which have already become a NATO member country.  This effort encompasses projects currently underway and those about to be defined for the purpose of ensuring that all projects comply with NATO standards or host nation compatibility requirements.
3.2  TSIO PMS.  TSIO-E has a requirement for program support for its growing responsibilities.  This includes assisting in the identification of new requirements for projects, developing and staffing Memoranda of Agreement between customers and TSIO-E, oversight for activities and coordination efforts, and providing technical consultancy in areas such as NATO command & control, defense resource management (financials, personnel, logistics, acquisition), intelligence, command center operations, and project management.
4.  Objectives.  The objectives of this sub-task are to provide program management support services and consultation to TSIO-E.

5.  Scope.  The following Encore contract task areas apply to the work to be performed.
· Task Area 1 - Enterprise Management Controls and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Enterprise Management Controls and Planning.  Unisys shall provide technical and programmatic support to assist TSIO-E’s activities within their area of operation with all aspects of planning, engineering, fielding and operating IT systems and resources.  This includes review, analysis and coordination of processes, policy, doctrine, directives, regulations and implementation of instructions.  Unisys shall perform the following:

6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Requirements Development.  Unisys shall participate in initial meetings with prospective customers, assisting TSIO-E in identifying operational requirements and user specific constraints.  A Trip Report will be submitted for each trip, and a Statement of Requirements will be submitted for each potential project.  Unisys shall provide centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Memoranda of Agreement (MOA).  Unisys shall prepare a Memorandum of Agreement between TSIO-E and the customer, outlining specific responsibilities required of all parties for the successful implementation of the project.  For FMS cases a draft MOA shall be submitted 10 business days after the initial requirements determination teaming (RDT) visit is held with the TSIO-E customer.  Unisys will also assist in the coordination and approval of the MOA with TSIO-E’s customer.  The final MOA version is to be submitted in conjunction with TSIO-E submitting its formal P&A to CECOM SAMD and USASAC.

6.1.3  Subtask 3 - Monthly Status Reports.  Unisys shall prepare a monthly report for submission to the Task Manager highlighting achievements and proposed schedule for the following month.  A representative of the Unisys team shall attend scheduling meetings, as required, to ensure coordination of tasking with other TSIO-E activities.

6.1.4  Subtask 4 - Support in Promoting the Use of FMF.  Unisys shall assist TSIO-E in presenting the FMF process during introduction visits, requests for assistance visits and RDT visits to NATO countries, Partnership for Peace (PfP) and U.S. favored nations, and in supporting the host nation customer in the preparation of  FMF case documents such as draft Letters of Request (LOR), draft MOAs, and initial rough project cost estimates that include the total project long-term ownership costs.  Unisys will also assist in analysis and planning to support future FMF cases.

6.1.5  Subtask 5 - Production of Price and Availability (P&A).  Unisys shall produce detailed P&A data to support TSIO-E’s formal P&A submission to CECOM SAMD/USASAC who develop the formal LOAs for the customer country approval.

6.1.6.  Subtask 6 - Consultancy.  Unisys shall provide consultancy in the areas of program management, command and control systems and facilities (such as, national crisis management centers), defense resource management systems (financials, personnel, logistics, acquisition) and intelligence systems.  Other areas may be added as required.

6.1.7.  Subtask 7 - Weekly Activity Reports.  Unisys shall provide a weekly report of activities, time and travel expenses.

Unisys shall research U.S. standards and systems required to meet interoperability requirements of TSIO-E customers, as required.  Unisys shall also provide project management, business practice and assurance solution assistance, which does not involve or overlap with other Unisys task orders.

6.2.1  Subtask 1 - Technical Support.  Unisys shall provide technical consultancy in the areas of command and control systems and facilities (such as, national crisis management centers), defense resource management (financials, personnel, logistics, acquisition) and intelligence systems.  Additional functional areas may be added as required.
