2.  Task Order Title.  Homeland Security/Defense System Integration

3.  Background.  In Fiscal Year (FY) 2002 the Department of Defense (DoD) approved the Homeland Security/Defense (HLS/D) Command and Control (C2) Advanced Concept Technology Demonstration (ACTD) to address the complex agency interactions associated with Homeland Security.  The Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA AITS-JPO) is the Technical Manager (TM) for the ACTD; and US Northern Command (USNORTHCOM) is the Operations Manager (OM).  The objectives of the ACTD are to:
· Understand the Homeland Security Problem
· Define requirements for integrated information sharing services
· Develop Concepts of Operations (CONOPS) for significantly increasing Homeland Security responsiveness
· Identify, refine, and transition technologies that improve responsiveness in consequence management, crisis response, deterrence and intelligence coordination
The HLS/D C2 ACTD supports the DoD missions for Homeland Defense, Military Assistance to Civil Authorities, Critical Infrastructure Protection, and Antiterrorism/Force Protection.  Stakeholders and participants in the HLS/D C2 ACTD are the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD), USNORTHCOM, DISA, National Security Agency (NSA), Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA), National Geospatial-Intelligence Agency (NGA), National Guard Bureau (NGB), as well as numerous Federal Agencies, and State and Local Governments.  Critical to the success of the ACTD is the additional participation of key commercial companies.  The HLS/D C2 ACTD is addressing three core services supporting DoD’s Homeland Security/Homeland Defense (HLS/HLD) missions - Alerting, Collaboration, and Visualization.  The ACTD will provide Decision Makers, Participants, and First Responders access to a rich array of Intelligence and Geospatial Information System (GIS) content by multiple service delivery methods: Dedicated Workstations, Web Browsers, Web Portals, Hand-held Portable Devices, and Scene-of-Action Interoperable Radio Frequency (RF) devices.  The ACTD supports a broad customer base covering all echelons of the DoD, Federal Agencies, State and Local Governments, and Pilot Solution Projects with SECRET and Sensitive But Unclassified (SBU) Networks.  The eventual system or systems developed by the ACTD must be interoperable with existing and emerging services based on the creative development and application of standards.  As an integral part of its technical team, the HLS/D C2 ACTD Program Management Office (PMO) requires the support of a qualified and experienced systems engineering/ systems integration (SE/SI) contractor.  This opportunity was brought to the contract by an Encore industry partner.
4.  Objectives.  The objective of this procurement is to acquire contractor support for the HLS/D C2 ACTD Program Management Office (PMO) to assist with the overall technical integration and management of the current and future elements being evaluated and demonstrated over the life of the ACTD. Work to be performed in support of the ACTD PMO includes the areas listed below:

· Provide assistance in understanding the Homeland Security Problem.

· Support the definition of requirements for integrated information sharing services.

· Participate in the development of CONOPS for significantly increasing Homeland Security responsiveness.

· Assist in the further identification, refining, and transitioning of technologies that improve responsiveness in consequence management, crisis response, deterrence and intelligence coordination.

· Provide system and software engineering, development, and integration support through the identification of requirements and implementation of solutions.

· Introduce processes to effectively support the validation, demonstration, and implementation of advanced integrated information sharing services in support of HLS/HLD mission needs.

5.  Scope.  Work performed by the contractor under this task order is intended to support a broad range of technical processes, and engineering, operational, sustainment, and management functions pertaining to the responsibilities inherent to the mission and charter of the HLS/D C2 ACTD PMO.  These include the ENCORE contract Task Areas listed below.  Due to the evolving nature of the HLS/D C2 ACTD program content as envisioned by the PMO and the multiple stakeholders and participants, additional specific taskings may be ordered under this SOW asdefined in detailed subtasks issued to the contractor over the period of performance. 

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 4 - Business Process Reengineering
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
· Task Area 8 - Custom Application Development 
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Subtasks.  The Government will generate subtasks under this task order as each specific support requirement is identified and funding becomes available to address it.

6.1  Subtask 1 - HLS/D C2 ACTD Systems Engineering/Systems Integration Management.
6.1.1  Subtask Management Plan.  The contractor shall prepare and maintain a subtask plan that identifies the activities, schedules, tasks, milestones, and resources necessary for successfully satisfying the requirements described below for this subtask.  The contractor shall provide a monthly status report which includes labor hours and dollars expended, description of work performed, summary of work planned for the subsequent month and any issues.

6.1.2  SE/SI Management Best Practices.  The contractor shall implement best practice SE/SI management processes to ensure effective and timely accomplishment of HLS/D C2 ACTD objectives to assist the PMO in the development and integration of software and hardware solutions leading to improved integrated information sharing services.  The Contractor shall manage the technical development of ACTD systems and solutions.  This includes solution definition, subcontractor management, and leadership of all aspects of the ACTD technical development.

· Implement a proven suite of documented and integrated engineering management, project management, and support processes.

· Develop and maintain an ACTD SE/SI management schedule.  Define information workflows and provide the capability for recording and reporting information needed to manage and analyze the integrated schedule.

· Develop and maintain a project Risk Management Plan.  Manage risks aggressively and consistently to remove or reduce foreseeable performance, cost, and schedule impacts.  Identify and prioritize significant risks, and develop effective plans to handle, track and report risk status.

· Establish and maintain the HLS/D C2 ACTD configuration baseline and provide mechanisms for approving and tracking baseline changes.  Establish and maintain work product integrity and control changes to the baseline.

· Develop and maintain a Quality Management Plan.  Plan and integrate the processes, resources, and activities needed to assure the quality objectives of the HLS/D C2 ACTD program are met.

· Introduce effective collaborative data/information integration tools, processes, and procedures to manage outcomes to achieve the ACTD objectives.

6.1.3  Strategic Planning.  The contractor shall support the continuing strategic and transition planning of the HLS/D C2 ACTD in the context of the DoD and DHS environment for improving responsiveness in consequence management, crisis response, deterrence and intelligence coordination.

· Provide assessments and evaluations of current and projected HLS/D C2 ACTD capabilities against the strategic vision and objectives over a set of planning horizons: near, mid- and long-term.

· Employ gap analysis to identify shortfalls between current HLS/D C2 ACTD capabilities and future/evolving goals and objectives for HLS/HLD.

· Articulate ACTD strategic needs, identify high-level strategies, and implement those strategies over the time horizon to achieve the current and future strategic goals of HLS/HLD.

· Perform detailed integrated technology assessments to include SE/SI analysis to manage the HLS/D C2 ACTD internal architecture and schedule while considering external mid- and long-term fiscal influences.

· Contribute to the ACTD PMO's development and review of CONOPS for ACTD solutions for improving HLS/D responsiveness.

· Develop an ACTD technical roadmap.

6.1.4  Requirements and Standards Development.  The contractor shall develop ACTD requirements and standards.

· Implement a Configuration Control Board for ACTD system/software activities.

· Lead the definition of integrated system requirements for ACTD solutions.  Requirements shall be documented in release plans and system specifications, and managed via a defined change control process.

· Coordinate the definition of interface requirements among all elements of an ACTD integrated solution.  This activity shall require negotiation among all subcontractors providing elements of the system being developed.  The interfaces shall be documented as part of the system specification and managed via a defined change control process.

6.1.5  Technology Assessment.  The contractor shall assess current and evolving technologies relevant to the ACTD.

6.1.9  Transition and Deployment Support.  The contractor shall support the POM in the transition and deployment of each ACTD solution from the development environment to the eventual end user organization.  As part of this task, the contractor shall coordinate the development of system documentation and training materials, and support the ACTD deployment organization in the rollout of each solution to the end users.

The contractor shall support the HLS/D C2 ACTD National Capital Region Deployment Project by providing systems engineering and implementation to deploy existing capabilities to an expanded set of organizational participants in the National Capital Region (NCR).  Specific activities are:

· Prepare and maintain a Project Management Plan to accomplish the objectives of the National Capital Region Deployment Project.

· Establish a user group of DoD, Civil, and State/Local organizations to collect requirements, review ongoing projects, and recommend technology solutions for integration.

· Implement the technical architecture for a Homeland Protection Gateway which meets the following needs:

· Create, coordinate, and evolve a Concept of Operations (CONOPS) suited to the project objectives.  Create synchronization matrices for roles and functions of each organization in responding to a variety of potential incidents.  Support the provision of training to support the CONOPS; plan and manage a series of Exercises and Drills that sustain the capabilities delivered under the National Capital Region Deployment Project.

· Expand functional capability by integrating selected capabilities demonstrated in related pilot projects to the National Capital Region Deployment Project.  Implement expanded data warehousing and data mining and analysis capabilities.  Improve interfaces with existing and emerging systems for DoD and DHS Common Operating Picture (COP) efforts.  Integrate into the DoD environment and meet DoD security guidelines and prevent unauthorized access to data.  Provide communications encryption at a Sensitive But Unclassified (SBU) level and role based secure access control to the COP.  Expand Alert Framework interfaces and business rules and build links to appropriate related systems.  

· Oversee and integrate the activities of the multiple contractor/subcontractor participants in the Deployment Project. 
· Where directed, support the export of project capabilities to other US regions. 
· Provide an After Action Report with the summary assessment of the degree to which the goals and objectives of the Deployment Project were met and observations/recommendations relative to further pilot project activities in support of the HLS/D C2 ACTD.   

7.  Place of Performance.  Work will be performed at the contractor’s facilities, subcontractor facilities and government office locations in the Washington, D.C metropolitan area and other CONUS locations as directed by the Government.  Travel within CONUS will be required.
