2.0  Task Order Title.  US Army V Corps Information and Knowledge Management Support

3.0  Background.  The US Army V Corps operating as a Corps, ARFOR, or JFLCC, depends on information and knowledge management to support their mission to rapidly deploy contingency forces in support of EUCOM and CENTCOM regional military objectives or in support of NATO and U.N. military operations.  The Contractor will provide technical Information and Knowledge Management support services for US Army V Corps G3 Division. This delivery order covers a wide range of C4ISR administration for Joint, NATO and Coalition command and control (C2) systems, C4ISR databases, knowledge management applications, collaborative tools, C2 software maintenance and exercise/deployment support requirements for V Corps G3 Division.  Critical events such as V Corps, USAREUR, EUCOM and Joint staff directed exercises, C4ISR planning and policy development support and C2PC training support are covered under this Statement of Work.   Additionally liaison and cooperative integration of C4ISR systems involving the command with C4ISR staffs and agencies (such as IMD USAREUR, USEUCOM, JFCOM, JWFC, JBC, DISA, AMC and ASALT, HQDA ) located within CONUS will be inclusive in the Statement of Work.   US Army V Corps Knowledge Management branch will act as the focal point for this support. All deliverables and products will be inspected and accepted by the Chief, G3 Knowledge Management Branch or their appointed representative.  The Government will provide all necessary material and facilities for performance of this task.

4.0  Objectives.  The US Army V Corps Information and Knowledge Management Support objective is to provide timely, world class Information Management (IM), Knowledge Management and C4ISR administration, consultation, and assistance to the U.S. Army V Corps in support of warfighting capabilities and forward deployment in tactical, strategic, and sustaining base environment.  This support includes the development and sustainment of the C2 systems employed by US Army V Corps headquarters.
5.0  Scope.  Work performed by the contractor under this task order is intended to support a broad range of technical, engineering, operational, maintenance and management functions pertaining to responsibilities inherent to the execution of V Corps’ support mission.  These include the Encore contract Task Areas as listed below.  Due to the evolving technology and mission responsibilities, the specific tasking to be acquired under this SOW will be specified in detail sub-tasks issued to the contractor over the period of performance.

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 4 - Business Process Reengineering

6.0  Information and Knowledge Management Support Services.
6.1  Task 1 - Task Order Management.  The contractor will prepare a Task Order Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources, and management controls to be used to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements through the execution of the task order.  The contractor will provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, progress/status reporting and program review applied to the task order.  Subtasks and requirements will be added as they are identified.

6.2  Task 2 - Technical Support.
6.2.1  Subtask 1 - Operations Support.  The contractor shall insure the surety of systems and materials up to a US-only, top secret/sensitive compartmentalized information (TS/SCI) level and perform the technical encryption by installation, operation, synchronization diagnostic testing and repair of sensitive, complex, US-only encryption devices consisting of KG-94A/194a and KIV-7/19.  The contractor shall perform technical mission requirements analyses and develop the necessary operational system architectures, including hardware identification for SIPRNET and SCINET solutions at both fixed and deployed sites.

6.2.2  Subtask 2-Training Support.  The contractor shall provide technical training, as required, to US military forces in the setup and operation of their C4I systems.  Training requirements span from one-on-one training to classroom training.

6.2.3  Subtask 3 - Exercise Support.  The contractor shall provide technical guidance and expertise for staging, movement and upgrade of Information and Knowledge Management systems, to include C4I systems, during initial fielding and /or deployment.  The contractor shall perform the associated technical tasks of installation, software and firmware upgrades and enhancements.

6.2.4  Subtask 4 - Systems Support.  The contractor will support the installation, operation and maintenance of Information and Knowledge Management systems to include the COP server, and technical support for the C2PC.  They shall design, develop, engineer and implement solutions in adherence to established security requirements.  The contractor will design, develop and maintain web sites using a variety of graphics software applications, techniques and tools.  The contractor shall be required to perform quality assurance reviews and evaluations of existing and new software products.  The contractor shall install, administer and troubleshoot the GCCS-J COP system, a variety of NIMA mapping products, C2PC systems including C2PC system plug-ins such as, Intel Office, NBC Analysis and Dynamic Overlays.

6.2.5  Subtask 5 - Hardware/Network Support.  The contractor will perform basic troubleshooting and preventative maintenance on PC Laptops, Sun Servers and Laptops in both a base and field environments.  They shall manage the daily activities of computer and network systems including resource utilization, system capacity analysis and planning.  The contractor shall perform analyze and develop new hardware requirements and prepare specifications for hardware acquisitions.  They shall install, configure and test new computers, communication devices, network hardware and peripheral equipment.
