2.  Task Order Title.  Logistics, Warehousing and Supply Chain Management Services and Support

3.  Background.  As defined by Department of Defense (DoD) Directive 5105.67, the Counterintelligence Field Activity (CIFA) mission is to develop a counterintelligence system that integrates all counterintelligence activities of the military services, defense agencies, Joint Staff and Combatant Commands into one cohesive capability that allows them to:  synchronize counterintelligence activities, leverage advanced technologies, and revolutionize information sharing in support of CIFA’s mission areas.  The CIFA Chief Information Officer (CIO) is charged with providing an information technology enterprise that enables the Director to execute all of the responsibilities and functions assigned by DoD Directive 5105.67.

4.  Objectives.  The primary objective of this task order is to allow CIFA to acquire services and support that include logistics, warehousing, and supply chain management services and support.

5.  Scope.
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support

6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Logistics and Warehousing for CIFA Owned Inventory.  The contractor shall receive and receipt for, asset tag/bar-code, inventory, and record serial numbers, part numbers, model nomenclature data, and purchase order numbers of equipment and materials designated for delivery to the contractor managed warehouse facility.  The contractor will also ship equipment to designated locations as directed by CIFA.  The contractor managed warehouse will have climate controlled storage units and fire suppression systems in accordance with existing ordinances governing the jurisdiction in which the warehouse is located.  The contractor managed warehouse will accommodate up to a maximum of 5,000 square feet of storage space for CIFA items.  The contractor will provide delivery services from the contractor managed warehouse to the Defense Counterintelligence Data Center (DCIDC), Elkridge, MD as well as to the CIFA Crystal City Campus located in Arlington, VA.  Delivery services will include the ability to load and deliver up to ten (10) standard 4x4x6 pallets per single delivery.

6.2  Task 2 - Supply Chain Management Services.  The contractor will provide a dedicated account management team to support the supply chain process.  When directed, the contractor will establish a process and electronic ordering procedures to support CIFA-approved procurement activities.  The electronic ordering process will include order acknowledgement and shipment record notifications, as well as notification of receipt at the contractor managed warehouse.  This effort may also include the design, development, and delivery of a custom CIFA equipment electronic catalog to streamline the equipment ordering process.  The electronic catalog and ordering system must support Government credit card purchases, Blanket Purchase Agreements, Blanket Task Orders, and individual purchase orders.  The contractor must be able to support CIFA baseline imaging of systems and loading of customized software, as directed.  The contractor must be able to customize and test hardware configurations prior to shipment and delivery to CIFA.

7.  Place of Performance and Travel.  The work will be performed at the contractor managed warehouse and Government sites, as directed.  The contractor shall perform local travel as necessary in support of this effort.  The trips will be from the contractor managed warehouse site to the sites identified in paragraph 5.1, above.  The number of trips will be dependent upon the equipment delivery schedule as required by CIFA mission needs.

8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 365 calendar days (11 May 2004 - 10 May 2005).
