2.  Task Order Title.  Project Traveler

3.  Background.  As defined by Department of Defense (DoD) Directive 5105.67, the Counterintelligence Field Activity (CIFA) mission is to develop a counterintelligence system that integrates all counterintelligence activities of the military services, defense agencies, Joint Staff and Combatant Commands into one cohesive capability that allows them to:  synchronize counterintelligence activities, leverage advanced technologies, and revolutionize information sharing in support of CIFA’s mission areas.  The CIFA Chief Information Officer (CIO) is charged with providing an information technology enterprise that enables the Director to execute all of the responsibilities and functions assigned by DoD Directive 5105.67.

4.  Objectives.  The primary objective of this task order is to assure security of the DoD technology base through enhancement of Cornerstone program foreign visitor capability.

5.  Scope/Tasks.
5.1  Task 1 - Comprehensive Foreign Visits Counterintelligence/Security Database.  The contractor, as tasked, shall support the CIFA CIO and the CORNERSTONE  PMO by enhancing the Cornerstone program to create a more comprehensive foreign visits counterintelligence (CI)/security system..  This system shall support CI programs by assisting in the process of identifying investigative leads that support such efforts as Research and Technology Protection (RTP), insider threat, offensive CI operations, etc.  The comprehensive database shall be designed and developed to interact with and/or integrated with analytical tools that allow CI agents and analysts to perform activities such as link and trend analysis.   The contractor shall identify and gain access to databases in the DoD and other departments of Government that contain information on such subjects as foreign visitors, export license requests, foreign disclosure, Foreign Owner and Controlling Influence(FOCI)/Committee on Foreign Investments in the US (CFIUS), and foreign military sales. This data shall be included in, or made available to the Cornerstone system database for the purpose of analyzing foreign visits to DoD locations.  Additionally, the contractor shall conduct a technology survey to identify, evaluate and select analytical tools that can perform analysis of the Cornerstone foreign visitor database and associated databases.  The selected tools shall be customized for use by CIFA analysts and their counterpart agents and analysts in the field.  This task shall be approached in three phases as outlined below:

· Phase I - Planning

· Draft CONOPS that defines the desired capability 

· Identify and evaluate new/additional data sources

· Draft and process MOUs for acquisition of data

· Phase II - Design and Development

· Design integration protocols for identified data

· Integrate new data sources into the Cornerstone database

· Phase III - Deployment

· Identify and evaluate analytic tools for capabilities to perform trend and link analysis, of the enhanced foreign visits system

· Make pilot deployment of analysis tool to CIFA operations and analysis personnel

· Make pilot deployment of analysis tool to agents and analysts in the CI community

At the conclusion of the task, the contractor shall provide the Government with a comprehensive foreign visits database that is updated on a recurring basis.  The information within the database shall be exploitable using link and trend analysis tools that have been tested and proven to work for this purpose.  The periodic updating and sustainment of the database and the analytical tools will be the subject of further modification to this contract when the scope of work is better understood.
