2.  Task Order Title.  Targetry Planning, Infrastructure and System Design/Integration

3.  Background.  Targetry and related systems are required to provide objective data regarding gunner and weapon system performance in a variety of training and testing scenarios.  Although targetry is currently available for most weapons, improvement in fire control systems, new weapons systems, improved munitions, revised tactics, emerging threats, and other conditions constantly drive requirements for new targetry.  Incorporation of new technologies into targetry designs to meet these changing needs is an ongoing challenge.  This task was brought by an Encore partner and is a continuation of work currently being accomplished by Analytical Services, Inc.  While these technical advances are potentially available to military units worldwide, few installations have all of the capabilities these advances offer.  Many legacy targetry systems have not been upgraded to incorporate new capabilities - usually because advanced weapons have been developed since the existing ranges were built and funding to modify these facilities has not been available.  Many factors play a role in upgrading a range or designing a new one - unit missions and weapons, environmental restrictions, terrain features, projected future use, and affect on non-military populations. All of these must be considered in determining the best use of training resources. Often, existing targetry systems must be modified and small-scale R&D programs are needed to develop and test targetry elements for particular installations or missions.  Finally, the management advantages of using standard targetry throughout the Army are obvious; however, there will continue to be a need to customize ranges and targetry to satisfy specific installation or unit requirements.

The fundamental objective of all training is to improve the operational effectiveness of soldiers and their use of assigned individual and crew served weapons. Because of limited training resources, including funds, facilities and time, and the variety of possible mission requirements, the value of all training opportunities must be maximized.  As a general rule, units train to achieve the above objectives by using locally conceived ideas, plans, and facilities, without reference to the wide range of solutions that may have already been developed by other units, installations, and industry.  The Targets Management Office (TMO) has knowledge of, and access to, a wide range of existing targets, services, technologies and ongoing targetry material solutions which can be responsively re-directed to user training and testing requirements.  Therefore, TMO is in a unique position to act as a facilitator to provide a uniform, responsive and coordinated response to user needs.

4.  Objectives.  The contractor shall evaluate the potential for upgrading existing range targetry systems and/or installing new range targetry systems, conducting analysis, design, prototyping, and fielding of target system solutions.  Activities will include market surveys, cost estimation, requirements analysis, contact with potential suppliers of targetry sub-systems, provide services to determine price/cost, recommend courses of action, participate with the Government in conferences with potential suppliers, preparation of reports and other actions necessary to support the Government in the decision making process, and assistance in the procurement and fielding of targetry solutions.  This is a blanket task order that will allow the Government to issue individual subtask orders to the contractor in order to perform multiple projects in support of this program.  The projects will vary in duration and complexity.
5.  Scope.
· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 6 - Market Research and Prototyping
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.  Specific requirements will be identified within individual subtask orders that will be issued to the contractor during the period of performance of this blanket task order.  The subtask order SOW will be sent to DITCO with the associated funding documents and requirements package for processing with the contractor.  The contractor will submit a technical proposal and pricing volume in response to the SOW to DITCO and TMO for review and award.

7.  Place of Performance.  Work will be performed at the contractor’s site.  No travel is anticipated.
8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 365 calendar days after task order award.
