2.  Task Order Title.  Targets Management Office (TMO), Friendly/Hostile Targets

3.  Background.  In combat, particularly in urban environments, soldiers must make split-second decisions about whether to fire on a potential target.  A person who suddenly appears before the soldier could be an armed enemy or a civilian who poses no threat or must be protected.  Rather than firing at everything he sees, the soldier should decide whether to shoot based on the threat that the target represents.  Training exercises should force soldiers to evaluate potential threats according to their size, posture, clothing, and other factors.  Inexpensive target sets are needed to represent a variety of people, both hostile and friendly, who might be encountered in an urban environment.  These targets sets will be integrated into automated ranges for use in scoring.  Army units train for urban combat in a variety of buildings and settings.  In most of these, soldiers learn to enter a room rapidly as a part of a team and to take necessary action to control the people who are present.  Realistic, targets representing several circumstances that might confront a team of soldiers upon entering a room would force rapid decision-making in live-fire training.  The targets could be placed at various locations in a room attached to walls, furniture, or target lifters and could be moved easily to present new circumstances for each exercise.

4.  Objectives.  The contractor shall prepare and deliver to the Government for evaluation, a number of targets representing friendly and hostile people who might be encountered in an urban warfare setting.  The targets will be evaluated for suitability for use in Army training facilities.  The targets shall be life-sized images.  The images shall include: hostile enemy soldiers in a variety of postures, friendly soldiers, and non-hostile civilians.

5. Scope.  This is the first sub-task order issued under the blanket task order for Encore Tracking Number 00264.00.

· Task Area 6 - Market Research and Prototyping
6.  Specific Task.  The contractor shall produce and deliver to the Government copies of each of the following life-sized images: threatening enemy soldier with rifle, threatening enemy soldier with rocket-propelled grenade launcher, U.S. soldier with combat equipment and weapon, non-threatening child, and non-threatening female in indigenous clothing/costume.  Images shall be printed on heavy paper suitable for use in Army training facilities; printing inks shall provide realistic colors to the images and shall resist fading/bleeding/deterioration in normal use.

Deliverables:
Three (3) copies of each of the images described above.
Final report in contractor’s format describing the general process used in producing the images and providing an approximation of costs to produce the targets in quantities of 100 to 1,000 each
7.  Place of Performance.  Work will be performed at the contractor’s site.  No travel will be required.
8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 90 calendar days after subtask order award.

9.  Delivery Schedule.  Images and final report shall be delivered upon task completion.

10.  Security.  This work is UNCLASSIFIED.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  No Government-furnished equipment or information will be required in support of this subtask.

12.  Other Pertinent Information.

a.  Identification of Possible Follow-on Work.  If evaluation of the prototype images shows that they have utility in Army training exercises, other images may be developed and targets may be ordered in quantity.
