2.  Task Order Title.  USAFE Weapons Training Resource Management

3.  Background.  Satisfying the command’s mission responsibilities in the face of a changing threat and other constraints requires that USAFE maintain the capability to adjust and improve its force planning and management techniques through upgrades or modification of its systems.  In this respect, an on-going investigation and improvement is essential in the management of USAFE’s weapons training environment.  Assistance is required in the maintenance and upgrade of existing weapons training environments, and optimizing their use in order to meet changing training requirements associated with evolving weapon systems, capabilities and threats.  Northrop Grumman IT is currently performing this work.
4.  Objectives.  The objective of this project is to provide an effective training environment for the optimum development and efficient execution of the theater’s weapons training in the course of preparing and maintaining combat mission ready aircrews.

5.  Scope.  This effort will initially require one Training Manager, but could require as many as three Training Managers based on expanded USAFE training requirements.  The contractor shall define USAFE’s functional training requirements; manage the availability of weapons ranges to support the training requirements; provide recommended schedules and courses of action for training activities; perform lessons learned analyses; identify functional training shortfalls and deficiencies; and, manage existing and proposed training environment developments and upgrades.  The contractor shall develop financial plans that will support the practical exercise range training program into future years and manage those finances by providing direct daily management of all activities required for successful completion.  The contractor will have the complete technical knowledge of all USAFE air-to-air and air-to-ground weapons and the ranges on which they may be used for training.  The contractor will develop acquisition and distribution plans for all training material used on ranges in theater and in the continental United States, and directly manage necessary redistribution of those assets when required to meet training requirements.  The following Encore contract task areas apply to the work to be performed:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise Management Controls and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 7 - Information and Knowledge Engineering
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  Specific Tasks.  Implementation of individual subtasks will be based on Government direction and associated funding. The subtasks below are the initial subtasks to be performed under this task order and other subtasks will be provided as further efforts are identified and funded.

6.1  Task 1 - Enterprise Management Controls and Planning.  The contractor shall provide technical and functional activities for the program management of this task order.  This includes productivity and management techniques such as quality assurance, and cost and schedule management, as well as administrative tasks in support of the task order.  Provide a Monthly Status Report (MSR) that describes current status, problem areas, recommended solutions, deliverables completed, work planned for the following period, and labor hours expended.

6.2  Task 2 - System and Performance Analyses.  The contractor shall conduct training analyses, document issues, and recommend improvements.

6.2.1  The contractor shall conduct an on-going analysis of the following:

· Funding availability

· Scheduling methodology

6.2.2  The contractor shall propose recommendations for action to provide optimum attainment of aircrew training requirements.

6.2.3  Where required, the contractor shall analyze range size, weapons characteristics, and ballistic data to evaluate potential hazards to civilians, Government personnel, and equipment.

6.2.4  The contractor shall analyze the overall aircrew training system, including Realistic Training Review Board (RTRB) inputs and training requirements, and recommend training system improvements.

6.2.5  The contractor shall collect existing documentation and metric data (including performing site surveys), analyze the information, document problems and inefficiencies, and evaluate the levels of utilization to ensure cost effectiveness.

6.3.2  The contractor shall monitor range operating procedures for consistency with training and testing objectives and constraints of safety and weapons delivery systems capabilities.

6.3.3  The contractor shall provide recommendations in the areas of range size, configuration, range policy and procedures, and optimum range management.

6.3.4  The contractor shall provide the program management for USAFE for the development of and access to training ranges in Bosnia, Bulgaria, Morocco, Romania, Slovenia, Slovakia, Tunisia and Turkey (and other countries as determined by the customer).

6.4  Task 4 - Technological Reviews and Meetings.  Represent the customer at meetings, working groups, and to other commands.

6.4.1  The contractor shall coordinate, schedule and moderate reviews, working groups and other meetings and briefings related to range management, as specified by USAFE/A3TW.

6.4.2  The contractor shall coordinate and participate in USAFE range surveys, visits and conferences.

6.4.3  The contractor shall be a credible representative, able to present USAFE on a level basis with officers from the other five combat commands in the rank of colonel while attending the Combat Training Range Executive Review.

6.4.4  The contractor must have previous experience dealing with senior military officers.

6.4.5  The contractor must have experience making effective presentations to senior military officers, etc. where acquisition and distribution priorities are determined for combat training range equipment.

6.4.6  The contractor shall provide a written report of the results and findings of the foregoing to include recommended solutions, action items, suspense dates, and proposed way ahead.

7.  Place of Performance.  The primary place of performance will be at a Government site.  Work is to be performed primarily at Ramstein Air Base, Germany; but location could be at another Government site anywhere in Europe as mutually agreed between customer and contractor.  The contractor may bill costs of any movement to a designated worksite by contractor personnel and their households as other direct charges (ODC).  Travel and work performance may be required frequently but for limited duration at any location in the European theater and CONUS, as well as the Mid-East and North Africa. Actual travel expenses are limited by the Government Travel Regulations and must be pre-approved by the Task Monitor. Contractor personnel are expected to conform to customer agency normal operating hours.  For pricing purposes, plan a normal 40-hour week.  In addition, use $25,000 as an estimate for travel ODCs and xxx for material ODCs.

8.  Period of Performance.
