2.  Task Order Title.  Alternative Target Launcher

3.  Background.  This task was brought to us by an Encore partner and is a continuation of work currently being accomplished by Analytical Services Inc.  The current and planned Subscale Aerial Targets (SSATs) use Rocket-Assisted Take-Offs (RATOs) for reliable launch capability.  The SSATs, which currently utilize RATOs, are: MQM-107 and BQM-34. In addition, AFSAT will utilize RATO technology when fielded.
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FSAT
The RATO Motors currently in use are being procured from Naval Surface Warfare Center, Indian Head Division.  Under the current contract, there is an 18-month lead-time for these motors at a cost of $8,300 per motor.  Inquires indicated that there are other automated technologies for launching targets.  The objective of the Alternative Target Launcher Project is to assess the potential for utilizing alternative means for launching subscale targets.

4.  Objectives.  The Alternative Target Launcher Program will investigate the use of alternative concepts for launching subscale targets into flight. Independent automated launcher concepts have been developed as part of DoD-funded research projects with the University of North Dakota,  North Dakota State University and S&S Power, Inc.  The objective of this study is to mature these concepts using modeling and simulation techniques to determine their feasibility for use as target launchers.  These launcher concepts are designed to provide affordable alternatives to the Rocket Assisted Take-Off technology currently used for launching subscale targets.  The contractor shall evaluate the potential for integrating this automated technology into the . McGreggor Range at Ft. Bliss.  This integration effort will include, systems analysis, design, modeling and simulation, prototyping, and control software architecture development and  integration solutions and testing.  Activities will include cost estimation, requirements analysis, benefit/cost analysis, recommending courses of action, oversight of sub-contractor activities, participating with the government in conferences with potential suppliers, preparation of reports/briefings and other actions necessary to support the government in the decision making process.  The following is a description of the launcher technologies to be evaluated:


a.  Launcher Concept 1 - Flywheel Design.  This design is comprised of a large flywheel coupled to a take-up spool.  The flywheel is initially spun up by a 25-50 HP electric motor to store energy for the launch cycle. This energy is then transferred to the take-up spool to achieve the desired acceleration profile to achieve launch velocity for the aerial target.


b.  Launcher Concept 2 - Hydraulic Cylinders.  This design consists of 24 hydraulic cylinders and their associated accumulators ganged together mechanically to pull a drive cable through a series of sheaves to provide sufficient mechanical advantage to accelerate the aerial target to launch velocity.  .  A variable-size orifice device known as a valvistor controls expansion of the hydraulic cylinders.

c.  Launcher Concept 3 - Pneumatic Launcher.  This design consists of a rail/cart combination based on existing roller coaster technology currently available.  This concept utilizes a pneumatic engine as the means of propulsion for launching the targets.

6.  Specific Tasks.  The Alternative Target Launcher Program consists of the following specific tasks:


a.  Concept #1 - Flywheel Design.

· Complete the design and engineering of the drive system, brake and winch system, and cooling and actuation system.  Develop detailed, contractor format drawings.

· Analyze the safety, manufacturing, cost and logistics issues associated with the concept.

· Based on the results of a and b, determine the feasibility of using this technology for launching subscale targets.

· The project team formed to accomplish the program tasks for Concept #1 consists of the PMITTS TMO, ASI Inc, North Dakota State University, Midwest Brake, the Aviation and Missile Research, Development, and Engineering Center (AMRDEC), and Air Force/Navy participants.


b.  Concept #2 - Hydraulic Cylinders.

· Fabricate a half-size, version of the hydraulic power concept for testing and proof-of-concept.  Complete all drawings for the half-size concept.

· Analyze the safety, manufacturing, cost and logistics issues associated with the concept.

· Develop drawings/specifications for the full-size hydraulic power system.

· Perform testing of the half -size prototype.

· Analyze and document test results.

· Determine the feasibility of using this technology for launching aerial targets.

· Modify hydraulic system to incorporate pressure transducer, flange assemblies, and other associated electronic controls

· Provide for range safety and housing of integrated controls to accept and transmit information data between control center and launch site for use during testing
· The project team formed to accomplish the program tasks for Concept #2 consists of the PMITTS TMO, ASI Inc, University of North Dakota, and Kringstad Ironworks Inc., and Air Force/Navy participants.


c.  Concept # 3: Pneumatic Launch System

· Proof of Concept design for pneumatic launcher.  This effort includes design, analysis, modeling and simulation and documentation of:  (1)  The pneumatic launcher subsystem, (2)  Launch rail subsystem, and (3)  Trolley subsystem

· Provide Cost estimates for each individual subsystem

· The project team formed to accomplish the program tasks for Concept #3 consists of the PMITTS TMO, ASI Inc, ARI Inc, and S&S Power Inc.


d.  Rail Design/Construction.

· Determine possible sites for the rail launcher at Ft. Bliss (McGregor Range).

· Develop appropriate environmental compliance documentation.

· Perform site surveys and determine the optimum site.

· Develop site drawings/plans and cost estimates for construction of the rail launcher.

· The project team formed to accomplish the rail design/construction tasks consists of the PMITTS TMO, support contractors, AMCOM Environmental Office, AMRDEC, Fort Bliss Plans and Services Division, Fort Bliss Environmental Office, Army Corps of Engineers, and Air Force/Navy participants.
