2.  Task Order Title.  Joint Strike Fighter Software Safety Analysis
3.  Background.  The Joint Strike Fighter program office requires an independent assessment of safety critical requirements, design and code that are embedded in the JSF aircraft.  Other similar assessments have been performed on Navy A-6E and the F/A-18 aircraft resulting in the identification and mitigation of safety critical anomalies that could have resulted in serious and/or catastrophic mishaps.  Additionally, early identification and mitigation of these anomalies in the software development life cycle reduces costs and safeguards schedule milestones.  In order to properly identify and analyze safety critical code the contractor is required to use specialized processes, unique data/tools, and experienced and trained engineers.  This opportunity was brought to the contract by an Encore industry partner.
4.  Objectives.  The JSF program office requires engineering to perform software safety analyses of JSF embedded operational software.  They require immediate expertise in performing software safety analysis and processing and data used on similar safety analyses performed on Navy military aircraft.  Anticipated technical products of the analysis will be a criticality analysis report, software safety analysis report, and problem reports as anomalies are discovered.  Activities include analysis, testing, and providing technical status briefings.
5.  Scope.  This task performs software safety hazard analyses for the embedded software in the Joint Strike Fighter aircraft.  Analyses include tracing requirements to design and code, evaluating correctness and completeness of requirement and design implementation, and effectiveness of developer’s process.  The work performed by the contractor under this task order is intended to support a broad range of analysis, evaluation, and test activities for requirements, design, detailed code, test procedures, and management and technical processes associated with the life cycle development, testing and maintenance of the Joint Strike Fighter aircraft.  This includes the performance of studies and the generation of technical reports for the identified activities.  This work is applicable to the ENCORE contract task areas identified below.  Additionally, due to the evolving nature of this system under development and the multiple stakeholders and participants, additional specific taskings may be ordered under this SOW in the task areas shown below.  
· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning

The contractor shall generate a Criticality Analysis Report (CAR) identifying criticality with respect to safety for system software requirements in the context of the software and hardware architecture.  The software safety criticality ratings will be High, Medium, Low, or None.

6.2  Task 2 - Perform Software Requirement, Design, Code and Test Traceability Analyses.  The contractor shall perform software requirement, design, code and test traceability analysis for elements identified as high and medium with respect to safety critical software as identified in the CAR.  This analysis shall include the review of detailed functional requirements and system software design documentation to assess correctness, completeness and consistency within and between components.  Analysis results shall be documented in a Software Safety Analysis Report (SSAR) (deliver as required and at the end of contract effort).

6.5  Task 5 - Perform Verification of Software Quality.  The contractor shall conduct sample static verification activities to assess the quality of safety critical software.  The contractor shall conduct automated and manual analysis of safety critical software to determine:

· Complexity
· Presence of Unreachable Code
· Data and message consistency
· Adherence to Coding Standards
· Logic Errors or other time related errors
· Dynamic resource use, queue performance, stability, communications latencies and the trends in these characteristics
6.6  Task 6 - Generation of Test Plans and Procedures and Associated Testing.  The contractor shall generate, as required, test plans, and procedures and perform testing to accelerate analysis activities or evidence anomalies identified during analysis activities.  The plans, procedures, and results shall be documented in the SSAR (deliver as required and at the end of the contract effort).

The contractor shall provide monthly technical status to Government management on the progress of the analysis effort and outstanding anomalies.
