2.  Task Order Title.  Build a DoD Architecture Framework (DoDAF) Compliant Mission Architecture for the Air Force Reference Model Repository System

3.  Background.  The development of the Air Force Reference Model Repository is being spearheaded by AFCA/ITLS.  The development of a mission architecture and requirements documentation for this effort will lay a solid foundation that is needed to support Air Force Architectural efforts.  Currently, AFCA/ITLS requires additional support to give this project the proper time and effort required to lay this solid foundation.

4.  Objectives. The objective of this SOW is to develop a DoDAF based mission architecture for the Air Force Reference Model System.  Following the architecture development, software implementation of the Air Force Reference Model System will be required.  This effort shall assist the USAF in providing a common information base to personnel building information systems using architectures as required in Air Force acquisition guidance.

4.1  Specific goals of this effort are as follows:

4.1.1  Develop the operational views required to completely capture the activities, customers and information exchange requirements of the mission.

4.1.1.1  Develop a logical data model that documents the system data requirements and business process rules.

4.1.2  Develop system views that complement the operational views defining system activities, interfaces, communication requirements, functionality, and performance. 

4.1.2.1  Develop a schema that identifies the physical implementation of the logical data model.

4.1.3  Develop technical views outlining the applicable standards as they apply to the system and system interfaces.

4.2  Develop the system based on the designed architecture, the concept of operations, and system requirements.  This development effort will automate the Air Force Reference Model System and associated interfaces.  The system will support architecture development efforts throughout the Air Force.

4.3  All architectural products must consider all of the entities in the following proposed interrelationship diagram, the CONOPs, and Requirement Documents.   Specifically the contractor will be responsible for designing the architecture for the Air Force Service Component Reference Model (AF-SRM) and Technical Reference Model (AF-TRM), plus coordinating the design of all associated interfaces.  These relationships will change over time and may be affected by the efforts in this contract.   Additionally, DARS, AFARS, DISR, AF-BRM, AF-DRM, AF-Portal, METIS and Popkin are not controlled by AFCA and meetings with these agencies must be coordinated during the construction of this architectural effort.

5.  Scope.  The contractor will support the following Encore task areas:

· Task Area 1 - Enterprise IT Policy and Planning
· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 3 - Performance Benchmarking

· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 6 - Market Research and Prototyping

· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
6.  Specific Tasks.  The contractor shall perform a number of subtasks in support of this statement of work.  These subtasks are detailed in the following subparagraphs.  The specific products referred to in this SOW relate to the AF’s need to develop a capabilities-based architecture.  All software code and products produced under this SOW are the property of the United States Air Force.

6.1  Develop Architecture for Air Force Reference Model Repository.  The contractor shall develop the mission architecture for the Air Force Reference Model Repository in accordance with DoD Architecture Framework.  The Government will provide contractor access to Subject Matter Experts (SMEs) and knowledgeable engineers.  The contractor shall coordinate draft versions of the architecture with other DoD agencies and working groups as directed by AFCA.  The contractor shall ensure that draft documents are consistent with latest DoD Enterprise Architecture, AF Enterprise Infostructure Architecture, and Federal Reference Models.

6.2  Build Briefings.  The contractor shall assist in building briefing slides for senior managers, DoD agencies, Program Managers, and System Program Offices.  Contractor will be available to brief the Air Force Reference Model Repository architecture to various audiences in order to explain the operational concepts and constructs and how they integrate and relate to the DoD Enterprise Architecture reference model.

6.3  Coordinate External Interfaces.  The contractor shall be responsible for coordinating with external agencies that interface with the AF-SRM and AF TRM.  This may require travel.  The contractor shall provide all relevant information from this coordination to the Task Monitors by generating trip reports and memorandums of telecoms as needed.

6.4  Deliverables.  A summary of technical progress made, schedule status, travel conducted, meetings attended, issues, and recommendations shall be generated in accordance with the basic contract and task order and shall be included in a Monthly Status Report, due 15 days after the end of each month.  All deliverables will be given to the Government in hardcopy, and electronic format.  The electronic formats to be used will be Microsoft Office (MS Word, MS Power Point, MS Excel, or MS Front Page) and/or Popkin System Architect and/or METIS.  For some complex deliverables, the Government at its discretion will waive hardcopy requirements.  The required deliverables include, but are not limited to those listed in the following table.  Due to the iterative nature of the architecture development process, the complete package is expected approximately 2 weeks prior to the end of the task; however the first iteration of each product should be generated based on the following schedule:

6.5  Custom Application Development.  An application programmer may be required to implement the desired architecture developed by the architect.  The application shall be J2EE, XML, HTTPS, and TCP/IP compliant.  The database will be built using either Oracle or MS SQL.  The programmer may be required to start approximately 40 working days after contract award.

7.  Place of Performance.  Contractor personnel will perform the majority of their duties at Scott AFB, IL, with possible information gathering and technical exchange meetings occurring at Langley AFB, VA, Hanscom AFB, MA, or the National Capitol Region.

8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 265 calendar days (8 Sep 2004 - 30 May 2005).

9.  Security.  No security clearance is required.

10.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  While working at AFCA, the Government will provide the contractor with a workspace and computer workstation with Popkin System Architect and Microsoft Office and/or METIS software.  The Government will provide access to the Unclassified NIPRnet, .mil, and .gov domains as needed to complete the assigned tasks.  This access will be achieved through the use of an AFCA computer coordinated and controlled by the AFCA TM.

11.  Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations.  Trip reports and minutes of meetings shall be submitted within three working days following completion of the event.  All travel associated with this delivery order shall be pre-approved by the Government TM.

a.  Inspection and Acceptance Criteria.  Draft documents or interim solutions will be accepted under this subtask in accordance with the basic contract and the task order.  The Government reserves the right to require changes in any documents/files tendered in compliance with this subtask until found acceptable.  All documents and document changes submitted under this subtask shall be delivered to the AFCA/ITL office.
