2.  Task Order Title.  Oracle 9iAS, Including e-Business and 11i, Support

3.  Background.
3.1  DECC Mechanicsburg, a sub-organization of Defense Information Systems Agency Western Hemisphere (DISA WESTHEM), provides centralized information system processing services to a diverse and geographically dispersed customer base drawn from Department of Defense (DoD) Agencies, including: the Joint Commands; all Military Departments; and, other Governmental agencies which may obtain services on a reimbursable funding basis.  All information processing, software development and related technical services are provided customers on a fee-for-service basis in accordance with Defense Working Capital Fund (DWCF) guidelines.  The DECC Mechanicsburg mission depends on the successful, well-maintained operation of a diverse group of state-of-the-art hardware components and interconnected sub-systems.  To accomplish its assigned mission DECC Mechanicsburg requires contractor support to supplement the efforts of its own personnel in the area of database management.

3.2  Oracle DBMS are supported on mainframe and mid tier platforms at DECC Mechanicsburg running under Z/OS, UNIX and Windows operating systems.  A variety of support software including OEM is used to monitor and maintain the environments.  Special emphasis on 9iAS support is being requested because of the lack of skill sets with this product that currently exists on the Oracle support team.

3.3  The Oracle support team also provides mainframe IDMS support.  Although the candidate will be expected to provide support in all of these areas, the primary focus will be on the Oracle environments.

6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Subtask 1. Provide database management support in the broad range of maintenance and utilization of the Oracle; Oracle 9iAS, e-business and 11i; and IDMS database software operating in the architecture of the DECC Mechanicsburg systems, to include but not limited to, installation, maintenance and tuning.

6.2  Subtask 2.  Install, maintain and tune Oracle 9iAS and all components.  Provide product administration support including working with the customers to tune and debug any and all components of Oracle 9iAS.

6.3  Subtask 3.  Build new Oracle subsystems and IDMS central versions and; migrate application database subsystems; troubleshoot and run diagnostics of applications, system and vendor software. Monitor and tune Oracle and IDMS databases and applications.  Perform database software upgrades, installations and maintenance with SMP/E.

10.  Security.  This position is Critical Sensitive IT-I.  It requires IT-I access and a SECRET clearance when performance starts.

10.2  DoD military and civilian personnel, as well as authorized consultant and contractor personnel must meet the requirements stipulated in references (a) through (d) and must be U.S. citizens.  In accordance with same, the following applies:

10.3  A SECRET security clearance is required for access to classified AIS or for performance of duties requiring access to the data center.  The contractor is responsible for obtaining clearances from Defense Security Services.  In conjunction with this, the contractor is responsible for obtaining the employee’s Electronic Personnel Security Questionnaire (EPSQ) and submitting to DSS; obtaining an electronic EPSQ receipt from DSS; ensuring a minimum of an Interim Secret Clearance is granted; providing the following to DISA DECC Mechanicsburg Security Manager:

· Signed copy of the employee’s EPSQ, to include error free validation sheet

· DSS Electronic Receipt of EPSQ

· Visit Authorization request

10.4  Additionally, all personnel will be assigned either a Critical Sensitive IT-I position sensitivity designation or a Non-critical Sensitive IT-II position sensitivity designation.  The contractor will ensure that individuals meet the criteria; to include submission of appropriate paperwork, of the Government determined position sensitivity designation. An individual must have a favorably completed, in-scope SSBI to be considered for final IT-I. In order to be considered for an Interim IT-I, the individual must have an in-scope SSBI submitted; copy of the DSS receipt of submitted SSBI; the NAC portion of the SSBI favorably completed and within scope (within the last five years) and the individual’s SF86 must be free of derogatory information, as defined in references (a) through (d). An individual must have a favorably completed, in-scope NAC investigation (within the last 10 years) to be considered for final IT-II.  To be considered for an Interim IT-II, a NAC must have been submitted; copy of DSS receipt obtained; and SF86 void of derogatory information. All requests for Interim IT access will be reviewed to ensure there is adequate justification supporting the request.  DISA retains the authority to grant or deny IT access.

10.5  DISA retains the right to request removal of contractor personnel if appropriate clearance level has not been obtained or if Government determined IT designation cannot be met.  DISA retains the right to request removal of any contractor personnel whose actions, while assigned to this contract, clearly conflict with the interests of the Government, regardless of prior clearance or adjudication status.  The reason(s) for removal will be fully documented by the TM.

10.6  Information required for completion of applicable forms may be obtained from the DECC Mechanicsburg Security Manager, CDB21.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  The Government will provide contractor personnel an office environment similar to Government personnel to include computers and telephones (for official business only). GFI (provided by DECC Mechanicsburg) will include: a roster of designated key personnel and authorized Points of Contact (POCs); security procedures; manuals; and, operating procedures, as may be required. GFI will be provided at performance start.

12.  Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations.

a.  Required is at least ten years of general computer experience, of which at least five years of demonstrated achievement with Oracle, and at least three years of demonstrated achievement with Oracle 9iAS, including e-business, and 11i. Demonstrated accomplishment as a project leader and instructor is also required. Additional experience with Oracle OEM, UNIX and Windows OS, mainframe (MVS-Z/OS), JCL and TSO; programming language COBOL/COBOL II running in a standard LE (language environment), Assembler, REXX, and HTML, parallel sysplex, data sharing, SMS and assured computing techniques is desired. Experience with other mainframe DBMS such as IDMS is desired.

(1)  Unless otherwise addressed in the statement of work, the contractor shall perform Monday through Friday excluding all Federal holidays with core hours of 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Normal duty hours are 8 hours per day but does not include vacation, sick, holidays and temporary duty (TDY) times.  Any work in excess of 40 hours per week must be approved by the TM prior to performance and will be performed at the straight labor rate.  The contractor must provide DECC Mechanicsburg with a means of 24 hour communications/contact with contractor personnel.


(2)  In the event that upgrades or changes to the system must be done during off peak or limited usage times the Government reserves the right to request flexible work hours from contractor personnel. Upon written notification by the TM, the Government will establish a mutually agreed upon time to institute/incorporate the change.  In this case, contractor personnel will substitute these non-core, weekend hours for weekday hours.  For example, if an upgrade is done on Saturday, contractor personnel may choose to take the following Monday as an off day.


(3)  When the Government installation grants administrative leave to its employees (e.g. as a result of inclement weather, potentially hazardous condition, or other special circumstances), contractor personnel working on-site will also be dismissed.
