2.  Task Order Title.  205th MI Bde Systems Administration Support Services

3.  Background.

a.  This opportunity was brought to the Encore contract by an industry partner.


b.  The 205th Military Intelligence Brigade (MI BDE) has a requirement for support in the area of garrison and tactical systems administrative support services. These processes function as a proactive defense against unauthorized activity that is critical to the commander’s ability to conduct operations and is required at all levels.  It incorporates protection, detection, response, restoration, and reaction capabilities.

4.  Objectives.  The 205th  MI BDE requires professional quality technical assistance in the area of systems administrative support services.

5.  Scope.  Work performed by the contractor under this task order must meet all applicable US Army and DoD regulatory requirements.  Work performed by the contractor is intended to support a broad range of technical, engineering, operational, maintenance and management functions pertaining to responsibilities inherent to the execution of the 205th  MI BDE mission.  These include the Encore contract Task Areas as listed below.  Due to the evolving technology and mission responsibilities, the specific tasking to be acquired under this SOW will be specified in detailed sub-tasks issued to the contractor over the period of performance.

· Task Area 2 - Integrated Solutions Management
· Task Area 5 - Requirements Analysis
· Task Area 9 - Product Integration
· Task Area 10 - Test and Evaluation
· Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support
6.  205th MI BDE Systems Administration/Data Base Administration Support.
6.1  Task 1 - Task Order Management.  The contractor will prepare a Task Order Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources, and management controls to be used to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements through the execution of the task order.  The contractor will provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, progress/status reporting and pro-gram review applied to the task order.  Subtasks and requirements will be added as they are identified.

6.2  Task 2 - Systems Administrative Support Services.
6.2.1  Provide the required support necessary in the following areas to ensure optimal operation of the 205th  MI BDE’s in-garrison, field and deployed status.  This support will include:

6.2.2  Operation, integration, and troubleshooting of all aspects of the 205th  MI BDE Headquarters Lo-cal Area Network and associates services to include, but not limited to e-mail administration, database administration, Windows 2002/2003 Active Directory Design and Implementation, Disaster Recovery Planning and Preparation through data and architecture backup services, and overall supervision of data center operations.

6.2.3  Local Area network architecture design, installation, administration and support for the Cisco plat-form switching and routing environment below the Tier 1/2 Level.  Also, the contractor will be responsible for the installation, operation, and maintenance of the 205th  MI BDE HQ Voice-Over-IP architecture.

6.2.4  Ability to structure the tactical and simulated LAN/WAN, Unclassified but Sensitive Internet Protocol Router Network (NIPRNET), Secret Internet Protocol Router Network (SIPRNET) and the MCFI CENTRIX  topology.

6.2.5  In situations where two or more systems conflict, the system administrators referred to in this statement of work, will coordinate repairs, maintenance, troubleshooting, and systems connectivity between all the affected systems administrator’s.  The system administrators will bring the systems to fully operational status as soon as possible.

6.2.6  More specifically, the contractor will provide the following positions (but not limited to) with the following skill sets and credentials:

6.2.7  System Administrator.  S-6 (Positions scheduled for tactical supported networks (NIPRNet, SIPRNet) Provides system administration for any assigned network.  Performs IA related patches and upgrades at the direction of the S-6 staff.  Performs system backups on its internal and external web net-work servers. Supports server system(s) and supporting software.  Requires an MCSA on latest Microsoft client, server, or messaging software.  Must have a bachelor's degree or equivalent documented certifiable experience in a related area and 2-3 years of experience in the data-networking field.  May be required to perform help desk functions requiring good interpersonal skills.  Relies on instructions and pre-established guidelines to perform the functions of the job.  Works under immediate supervision. Must have a Secret security clearance.  Must be deployable to any contingency or area of operations that the S-6 requires (CONUS or OCONUS).  Must be able to act independently, as a self supporting SA, in the Iraqi area of operations.  Resumes must be approved by the COR in advance.

6.3  Task 3 - Local Area Network Operations and Maintenance.  Operation, integration and trouble-shooting of all aspects of 205th  MI BDE Local Area Network and associates services to include, but not limited to e-mail administration, database administration, Windows 2000/2003 Active Directory Design and Implementation, Disaster Recovery Planning and Preparation through data and architecture backup services, and overall supervision of data center operations. 6.5.1  Application Procurement and Installation.  Provide support services for all aspects of procuring and installing approved standard/common/migration applications/systems hardware/software.

6.5.2  Application Operations Support.  Provide systems operation support services to include technical and administrative support for standard/common/migration applications or systems.  Activities include application/ system and network administration services, maintenance of documentation related to system and network operations, routine system problem identification and correction and Local Area Network (LAN) administration.

10.  Security.  A US SECRET clearance is required.  The contractor employees must be able to obtain a US Top Secret clearance.  The contractor employees will be required to travel to and within Germany and to other countries where the 205th  MI BDE has units for the purpose of technical assessment, assistance, and operations.  All documentation (i.e. DD 254) required for security certification shall be the responsibility of the contractor and the client organization.  Each contractor must also be DA IATP Level II Certified.

11.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)/Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  The Government will provide workspace, computers, tools and access as required to accomplish these tasks.

12.  Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  CPT Robert Nettles will be the COR for this con-tract.  He will provide contract oversight for the 205th MI BDE.

13.  Travel.  Contractor personnel will be required periodically to travel to locations outside of Wiesbaden for meetings, conferences, and briefings in support of the System Administrator mission.  Attendance at these meetings will be dependent upon coordinated travel arrangements through the COR.

14.  Place of Duty.  The primary place of duty will be in Wiesbaden, Germany.  Trips to conduct business outside Wiesbaden will be of short duration and will not involve an alternative place of duty.

15.  Government Furnished Material (GFM) and Government Furnished Equipment (GFE).  The Government shall provide, at the same level as provided to military staff personnel, office space, automation equipment, telephone access, electronic mail and appropriate network connectivity, software, and consumable office supplies necessary to perform contract requirements.

16.  Work Hours.  Work shifts, meal times, and time off will be coordinated and approved by the COR.  Dynamic military missions may require flexibility to work schedule, and all changes to support missions will be coordinated with the COR.

17.  Deliverables.  Contractor personnel shall provide a monthly written report in MS Word format to the COR that includes a summary of activities by contractor personnel during the month.  Monthly report will cover the period from the first day to the last day of each calendar month, and shall be submitted to the COR not later than the 10th day of the month following the reporting period.

18.  Deployment Processing.  In accordance with DA guidance, all contractor personnel deploying to the Iraqi theater of operations are required to process through the Civilian Replacement Center operated by TRADOC at various military installations in the U.S.  The Government Contracting Officer will provide a Letter of Authorization to contractor personnel validating their contractual employment and authority to process for deployment at the CRC.  The contractor shall coordinate directly with the CRC to schedule attendance.  This processing will provide the following, and therefore these items will not be included as a part of Government support in this contract:


a.  Organizational clothing and individual equipment (OCIE).


b.  Chemical Defensive Equipment (CDE), to include protective mask, chemical suits, decontamination kits, and training on their proper use.  (NOTE:  Recent changes in the Iraqi theater protective posture may change the requirement for personnel to deploy with CDE, but the CRC will follow latest guidance).


c.  Common Access Card (CAC), which is the DoD identification card.  The card will include the GS Equivalency grade for contract employees, as well as the Geneva Convention category.  The CAC will be coded to the time of deployment stated in the contract.


d.  Medical Screening, to include dental pantograph, all required immunizations, DNA sampling, and HIV screening, as well as specific medical briefings pertinent to conditions in Iraq.


e.  Normal procedure is for the contract personnel processing through the CRC to deploy directly from the CRC site to the Iraqi theater through one of several available APODs on military chartered aircraft.  Contractor may choose to seek a waiver to this requirement and allow the contract personnel to travel via commercial air to meet urgent schedule and support requirements.  If the Government provides a waiver to military charter flights, cost of commercial transportation is allowable under the contract.  If the con-tractor chooses to send employees commercially without a Government waiver, the Government will not reimburse costs for this travel.


f.  Upon arrival in theater, contractor personnel shall register with the AMC civilian support cell located at the arriving APOD.  This allows AMC to initiate accountability of the contract personnel in theater, and to coordinate with the sponsor unit for transportation and escort of contractor personnel to the place of duty.


g.  Contractor personnel shall have a valid passport and a Kuwaiti Visa.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to obtain these documents prior to processing through the CRC.  The letter of authorization provided by the Contracting Officer will also serve as justification for the Kuwaiti Visa.

19.  Security Clearances.  Contractor personnel shall have at least a SECRET level clearance to be able to perform the requirements outlined in this SOW.

20.  Leave.  Contractor personnel serving in Iraq for one year are eligible to participate in the Army R&R program, but will be given last priority behind military and DoD Civilian personnel.  Therefore, the con-tractor may include costs to provide commercial travel to and from Iraq to the U.S. for one leave period of no more than 14 continuous days.  Schedule for leave must be coordinated ad approved by the Chief of MRD before arrangements are made.  The contractor is not required to provide a replacement worker during this approved leave period.  Emergency Leave will be granted following the same procedures used by the military.  The Government will grant immediate emergency leave to contractor personnel following official notification and validation by the Red Cross.  Emergency leave taken by contractor personnel will be substituted for allowable regular leave.  If emergency leave exceeds the allowed 14-day regular leave period, or if regular leave has already been taken, the Government will not pay hourly salaries for the additional leave time.  If emergency leave is expected to exceed 15 days, the contractor shall provide replacement personnel to fulfill the requirements of the contract.

21.  Replacement Personnel.  If at any time during the period of performance, contractor personnel are not able to continue work through no fault or direction of the Government, the contractor shall replace them within 15 days at no additional cost to the Government.

22.  Cell Phones/Personal Computers.  The Government will provide adequate computer support and telephone access to meet the stated requirements.  The Government will not pay for rent, lease, purchase or sustainment of personal cell phones or computers for contractor personnel. 

23.  Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations.
· Identification of Possible Follow-on Work.  As specified by SOW above.

· Identification of Potential Conflicts of Interest (COI).  None noted at this time.

· Identification of Non-Disclosure Requirements.  None noted at this time.

· Funding.  This acquisition will be subject to availability of funds and incremental funding.

· Logistical Support.  Individual contractor employees under this Statement of Work may be entitled to the logistical support provided in 205th  MI BDE Regulations and supplements.  Contractors are responsible for submitting the names of their employees and completing all necessary supporting documentation required to support a logistical position.
